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Tips for using this Services Catalogue 

What is a sitting day? 

Some services listed in this Services Catalogue are provided on a different basis depending on whether it is a sitting day or a 
non-sitting day. 

In general, a sitting day is a day on which either or both of the houses of Parliament are sitting. 

However, some services may be available on a άsitting dayέ basis when neither house is sitting but the Senate Legislation 
Committees are holding estimates hearings. Whether an estimates hearing day is being treated as a sitting day should be 
checked with the contact person for the service concerned. 

How to use the location information 

For some services, the Services Catalogue gives information that uses letters and numbers to identify particular locations, as 
follows; 

S, R, M and N identify the wings of the building: 

S = Senate Wing (west side of the building) 

R = House of Representatives Wing (east side of the building) 

M = Ministerial Wing (south side of the building) 

N = mainly public areas (north side of the building). 

B, G, 1 and 2 identify the levels of the building: 

B = Basement 

G = Ground Floor 

1 = First Floor 

2 = Second Floor.  

So, for example: 

2R3 is Committee Room 3 on the second floor of the House of Representatives side of the building; 

S 1 115 is suite 115 on the first floor of the Senate side of the building. 

Appendix 1 contains maps of the ground floor, first floor and second floor of the building, showing particular points of 
interest. 

  



Emergencies in Parliament House 

Parliamentary Security Operations Room 

For all accidents/injuries/emergencies at Parliament House, call the Parliamentary Security Operations Room (PSOR) on (02) 
6277 7117. The PSOR operates 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. All Operations Room staff are fully briefed to handle 
emergencies. 

Accidents/injuries 

All uniformed Parliamentary Security Service staff are trained in first aid.  

Fire and other emergency evacuation arrangements 

The fire and emergency evacuation systems for Parliament House have been designed to protect all building occupants in 
the event of fire or other emergency. Responsibility for the control and coordination of the response to any emergency in 
Parliament House rests with the Chief Warden. Emergency and evacuation arrangements are managed from the PSOR. 

In the event of an emergency likely to require a building evacuation, alert and evacuation alarms will be sounded over the 
building Emergency Warning and Intercommunication System (EWIS). These alarms are identified as follows. 

Alertτintermittent άBEEPέ 

Evacuateτcontinuous oscillating άWHOOP WHOOPέ  

Action on evacuation 

When an άalertέ alarm is sounded, you should place all documents in a secure place, collect personal property in the 
immediate area and remain there until directed by a fire warden or unless the evacuation tone sounds. 

When an άevacuationέ alarm sounds, staff and other building occupants should proceed, via the nearest emergency exit to 
the designated assembly area for the zone. 

Bomb threat 

All bomb, chemical, biological and radiological threats received should be treated as genuine in the first instance. Please 
refer to the Parliament House Emergency Incident Ready Reference Guide for a checklist to follow while the call is in 
progress.  

If possible, report the call immediately to the Parliament House Security Operations Room on (02) 6277 7117 whilst 
maintaining contact with the caller. Activate the malicious call trace function (see below) on the telephone handset.  

Threatening or malicious calls 

The Parliament House telephone system has a malicious call trace (MCT) capability. In the event of a threatening or 
malicious call and while the caller is still on the line, press the MCT button on the Alcatel handset, make a note of any caller 
line identification and replace the handset. Contact the Parliament House Security Operations Room immediately on (02) 
6277 7117 and fill in the άThreatening Telephone CallτCheck Listέ form which is available at the following link: 
http://clstipsheets/Alcatel%20PDF/Alcatel%20-%20Threatening%20Calls%20MCT%20feature.pdf. 

If you press the MCT accidentally, no further action is necessary. The call will be logged but without a formal request for 
investigation, no action will be taken.

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Access to the parliamentary computing network (PCN)  

Service Information  

All users of the parliamentary computing network (PCN) must be registered with a unique user name and password to 
enable network access. 

Registration provides access via a parliamentary desktop workstation or notebook computer to the OneOffice or NexGen 
computer platform, which is the PŀǊƭƛŀƳŜƴǘΩǎ ǎǘŀƴŘŀǊŘ (computing) operating environment and is based on the Microsoft 
operating system and Microsoft Office Professional suite of applications (ie Word, Excel, Outlook). 

OneOffice also provides access to a wide range of networked parliamentary services, including: 

¶ Parliamentary email, calendar and personal contact services (via Outlook); 

¶ Specific departmental applications, such as personnel systems, etc.; 

¶ Internet services, including internet access and internet email; 

¶ Corporate applications such as ParlInfoSearch databases, AAP News system, hŎŎǳǇŀƴǘǎΩ 5ƛǊŜŎǘory; Networked 

printer and shared workgroup file services which. for Senators, Members and their staff, will include access to a 

Parliament House workgroup share and an electorate office share. (Note: While electorate office and Parliament 

House shares are available from both locations, access is quicker from the local locationτie, access to files on a 

Parliament House workgroup share will be quicker in Parliament House than in the electorate office); and 

¶ Electronic Media Monitoring Service (EMMS) for Senators, Members and their staff and approved parliamentary 

department staff.

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Backup and restoration of network data on Parliament 
House file servers 
Service Information  

DPS has regular system maintenance to ensure that all system and data files on all network resources are backed up on a 
timely basis to provide full system recovery in the event of computer failure, theft, or disaster recovery. 

Note: This service relates to networked resources only, such as workgroup shares and centralised mailboxes. Users are 
responsible for all data stored on the local hard drive desktop, USB thumb drives and notebook computers. Tip sheets are 
available on: 

¶ copying data to CD/DVD for parliamentary desktop PC users; and 

¶ backing up notebook data for parliamentary notebook users. 

Availability 

Network information is backed up as follows: 

¶ a full backup is undertaken once per week (the day on which this happens varies for each network and mail server); and 

¶ a nightly differential backup is undertakenτie between each full backup, only data which has changed on the particular 

server will be backed up. 

Typically, full (weekly) backup tapes of Outlook data (email etc) are held for three months and full (weekly) backup tapes of 
shared workgroup data are held for four months. Differential (daily) backup tapes are kept for one month. 

Note: As backups are undertaken each night, files which are created on a shared workgroup and deleted on the same day 
may not be backed up.

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Backup and restoration of network data on electorate 
office file servers (EOFS) 

Service Information  

For disaster recovery purposes, DPS on behalf of DoFD undertakes regular backups of data on Electorate Office File Servers 
(EOFS). 

Availability 

Information is backed up as follows: 

¶ Each day of the week EOFS data is automatically backed up to Parliament House overnight.  

¶ Backups are incremental and only files that have changed since the last backup are backed up. 

¶ Open files, files over 1GB in size and movie files are also not backed up. File extensions not backed up also include 

.avi, .fts, .gho, .gid, .img, .iso, .m4a, .m4v, .mp3, .mpeg, .mpg, .pqi, .tmp, .vob, .wma 

¶ Typically data backed up from Electorate Office File Servers is held for 60 days.

Service Information 

Parliament House access control arrangements are designed to provide a high level of protection to building occupants, as 
well as to the building and its artworks and memorabilia.  

Parliamentary Security Service (PSS) staff provide access control and security screening at all building entrance points, internal 
points to the private areas and the chambers and the public galleries. The PSS also provides an unarmed first response 
capability within the building to security incidents and duress alarms and initial first aid services to Senators, Members, other 
building occupants and visitors. Internal and external security is supported by closed-circuit television and a variety of 
electronic security systems. 

Australian Federal Police-Uniform Protection (AFP-UP) is contracted to provide a security service within the Parliamentary 
precincts, which consists of a constant presence of mobile and static patrols outside Parliament House. AFP-UP officers deal 
with security incidents within the precincts and provide an armed first response capability for Parliament House. The AFP-UP
