A select number of NBN Co employees have role requirements for access to nationally classified
information. Predominantly this relates to those employees working in security and in fulfilling
out interception obligations under the Telecommunications Interception and Access Act.

Those employees have undergone or are currently undergoing nationa security vetting as
determined by their required level of access. Many of these employees have joined NBN Co with
security clearances obtai ned through previous employment in related fields.

Vetting procedures are managed in accordance with our obligations under the Protective Security
Policy Framework.

Mr Quigley’ s appointment and that of the remaining board membersto NBN Co followed the
Government’ s standard processes for the appointment of board members to Government
controlled entities, including security checks.

So
whilst the NBN Co network suffered relatively minor damage, Townsville completion slipped
behind Armidale as the first mainland site for completion.
