MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON THE PROCEDURES FOR THE IMPORTATION OF LIVE ANIMALS

BETWEEN

TEE MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND FISHERIES OF THE UNITED
ARAB EMIRATES

AND THE

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE, FISHERIES AND FORESTRY OF
AUSTRALIA

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING cxpresses the understandings of
ihe Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries of the United Arab Emirates and the
Department of Agriculture, Bisheries and Forestry of Australia (herein referred 10 as
“the Participants”) concerning cooperation in the fields of animal health and welfare
and veterinary public thealth in relation to the importation inio the United Arab
Emirates of Live Animals from Australia,

DESIRING cooperation in the fields of animal health and welfare, veterinary public
health, exchange of information and other matters with a view to facilitating the
export of Live Animals from Australia to The United Arab Emirates it a Thannet that
protects the welfare of the anfmals nd minimizes the risk of the spread of infectious
and contagious diseascs from fhe territory of one Participant to the territory of the

other,

NOTING that the health, welfare and safety of the Live Animals in the trade 1s of
paramount concemn to the Participants,

ACKNOWLEDGING the rights and obligations of hoth countries as Members (or
futare Members) of the World Trade Organisation (WTO) and the World Animal
Health Organization {OIE),

RECOGNISING that the risks associated with the trade in Live Animals needs to be
managed and mitigated through the supply chain and the important role of the private
sectors of both countries in the United Arab Emirates — Australia relationship,
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RECOGNISING the imporiance of exports of Live Apimals from Angtralia 1o the
Uinited Arab Emirates,

The Participants have reached the following understandings:
A GENERAL pISPOSITIONS

1. This Memorandum of Understanding will provide the framework for the
export of Live Amimals from Australia to the United Arab Emirates.

2. The paragraphs of this Memorandum of Uinderstanding are intended 10 be read
consistently with relevant international science tased standards and puidelines,
including those of the OIE and the WTO Agreement o the Application of Sanitary
and Phytosanitary Measures (the “SPS Agreement”).
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3 The paragraphs of this Memorandum of Understanding are subject 10 the
applicable domestic and regional laws of the countries of the Participants.

B. DEFINTTIONS

4. A0S refers 1o the Australian Quarantine and Inspection Service, the
Australian Government agency responsible for jgsuing certification attesting to the
health status of Consignments and granting of permission to €xport.

5. Assembly Point refers to & registered premise, oF place registered by the
AQIS for the purpose of holding Live Animals prior fo cxport.

B Consignment refers ©© Live Animals intended to be exported to one
destination and may be described by reference 1o the Bxporter, the consignee, method
of transport, kind of anirnals, the number of animals, the weight of the animals and

any other cb aracteristic of the animal, or a combination of these characteristics.

7. DAFYF refers to the Australian Government Department of A griculture,
Fisheries and Foresiry.

g Exporter refers to a person or entity that holds a valid Ticence to export Live
Animals issued by AQIS and intends o export the Live Animals.

9. Export Permit refers to the official document issued by AQIS to the

Exporter.

1.  Health Certificate refers to the official docoment issued by AQIS i
scoordance with the Australian Government obligations under O1E aitesting to the
healih status of the Live Animals.

11, Importer pefers to a person or entity that intends to import the Live Animals,
and hotds a valid ImpoTt Permit.

¢hat animal or group of animals. In this Memorandum the ferm Live Animals 18
Lmited to sheep, goats, cattle and buffalo.

14 MAF tefers to the UAE Covernment Ministry of A oriculture and Fisheries.

15 OHE refers to the World Animal Health Organization.

16.  Shipment refers 10 fhe sum total of animals i one or more Consignments
intended to be exported on one vessel.

1%, Details of the specific inpott provisions regarding the protection of health,
welfare and safety of 1ive Animals and the trade in Live Animals tor the United Arab
Finirates are contained in Amnex A

19.  Australia will implement quality assurance and audit systems 10 meet the
import requirements of the United Arab Emirates a5 cortained in Annex A.

20,  The United Arab Emirates will accept at the port of destination any
Constgnment that meets the requirgments contained in Annex A and specified in the

Import Permit and that has been certified by AQIS to meet those requirements.

21 Where the United Arab Brnirates suspects there ar¢ grounds for possible
rejection of a Clonsignment, the Participants will initiate the consaliation process
outlined in paragraph 31 of this Memorandun of Understanding before & formal

rejection is issued.

77, MAFinthe United Arab Emirates will not, except i1 circumstances outlined
in paragraph 31, acoept a Consignment o1& vessel originating in Ausiralia unless it
has issued an Import Permit for that Consignment and an Export Permit has been
issued by AQIS for that Consignment for the United Arab Emirates.

is actually received by AQIS.

26. MAF reserves the right appoint & representative ot @ third party inspection
company to inspect 1ive Animals being held at relevant Australian ports ot Assembly
Points prior (0 embarkation. This may include a review of the health status of animals;
4 review of vaccination records and testing of animals; reviews of documents and
inspection of vessel cleanliness and uitability for carrying Hve antmals.

77 Australia commits o facilitate any visits requested by veterinary officials from
the United Arab Emirates {or their nominated qualified representatives) 1o ingpect
Live Animals being neid at relevant Australian ports Of Assembly Points prior 10
embarkation on a vessel, The United Arab Emirates commits 10 notify AQIS or the
Aunstralian Embassy aceredited to the United Arab Emirates of any proposed

Animals must be dealt with by measures as arranged between the Participants i &
way that does not damage or harm the general health and environmental requirements
of fhe United Arab Emirates as outlined in Annex B.

Consultative Mechanism

40. Withaviewto further strengthening coope -ation in animal health and weifare

and sefety matters as they relate to the Hve animal irade more hroadly between

Australia and the United Arab Emirates, the Participants will meet for regutar high

level consultations covering animal health and welfare and safety matters of mutaal

interest, for the purpose of considering relcvant policies, inspection and certification
issues and cooperation activities, including but not limited to:

(1) training,

(1)  exchange of information;

{i11) cesearch and development and technical deveiopment,

(iv)  application of international standards; and

(v)  teciprocal visits.

41, These meetings will ocour anmnually, with the location to alternate between
Australia and the U nited Arab Emirates.
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47, In addition 10 any meetings pursuant 1o paragraphs 31 and 40 of this
Memorandum of Understanding, the relevant officials from the Participants will mest
when necessary to discuss performance under this Memorandum of Understanding,
gnd any other maters relating to the iive animal trade.

43, These meelings will complement rather than replace other established bilateral
meetings on these of other 1s5Ues.

44.  The Participants will fund their own participation in activities under this
Memorandurm of Understanding, unless the Participants mutually decide otherwise.

g, DISPUTE SETTLEMENT

45,  Roth Participants will endeavour to settle by consultation without gnreasonable
delay any differences arising in relation 10 this Memorandam.

L.  COMM ENCEMENT, AMENDMENT AND DURATION

A, This Memorandurs of Understanding will come into effect on the date on which
it has been signed by hoth Participants.

47, This Memorandum of Understanding will be valid for two vears from the day of
signature and will be automatically renewed for subsequent tWo year periods unless
either Participant notifies the other in writing at least oix months in advance of their
intent {0 terminate this Memorandum.

48, This Memorandum of Understanding and Apnex may be amended by mutual
arrangement in writing between the Participants.

49, Fither Participant may terminate the Memorandum of Understanding al any
time by giving 8iX {6y months written notice to the other Participant. The
Memorandum of Understanding will cease 10 have effect six (6) months after that
notice has been received.
