































































































Land Management and Conflict Minimisation

The outcomes of the Land Management and Conflict Minimisation project provide the
basis of the development of conflict sensitive approaches to land management. The
minimisation of land-related conflict cannot be separated from the context of
development of customary land. This inter-connection between the development of
customary land whilst minimising land-related conflict entails two closely intertwined
dimensions: the improvement of customary land administration and land management to
facilitate the development of customary land whilst minimising local-level land-related
conflict; and the improvement of land-related conflict resolution mechanisms for local-
level land-related conflict and the prevention of escalation of land-related grievances into
large scale conflict. The Forum Secretariat is working together with the Secretariat of the
Pacific Community (SPC) to develop regional support mechanisms to assist Forum Island
Countries in their priority land management and conflict minimisation efforts within their
respective national development contexts.
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
