Subject:

Recovery of Aviation Security Identification Cards

AFP Portfolio:

Aviation

Provision:

Aviation Transport Security Regulations 2005, Section 6.42

Explanation:

Currently no penalty exists if an Aviation Security Identification Card
(ASIC) holder does not notify the issuing body of a changed name or
changed address.

Such a provision would aid ASIC Issuing Bodies and Law Enforcement
Agencies in recovering expired ASIC cards by putting responsibility on
ASIC holders to assist with maintaining a current residential address
database. Issuing Bodies would also be able to contact holders and inform
them of impending expiries and/or ASIC return procedures.

Recommendation:

That section 6.42 of the Aviation Transport Security Regulations 2005
include a provision that requires holders of ASIC to inform the ASIC
issuing body of a change of their residential address or name within 30

days.

Subject:

Travelling under a false name, assumed name, or the name of another
person

AFP Portfolio:

Aviation

Provision:

Aviation Transport Security Act 2004 (Cth)

Explanation:

It is currently not an offence to travel on a domestic flight under a false
name, assumed name or the name of another person. This poses a
significant security risk to domestic travel.

It is noted that the independent review of Airport Security conducted by Sir
John Wheeler in 2005 did not specifically address this issue. However, it
did highlight the importance of “assessing threat and risks on an ongoing
basis and mitigating these in a timely way.”

Airport security would be significantly enhanced if it was an offence to
travel on a domestic flight under a false name or assumed name.

Further to this offence, a second offence should be created in relation to a
person or organisation assisting a person to undertake travel under a false or
assumed name or the name of another person.

Recommendation:

That an offence be inserted into the Aviation Transport Security Act 2004
(Cth) that will make it an offence to travel on a domestic flight under a false
or assumed name or the name of another person.

That a further offence be inserted into the Aviation Transport Security Act
2004 (Cth) in relation to a person or organisation assisting a person to
undertake travel under a false or assumed name or the name of another
person.
