legal power. Absolute power vested in the hands of one person is clearly a breeding
ground for corruption and violates the principle of checks and balances upon which
Western style democracies are built. In light of these objections, we call for the
immediate establishment of an independent commission against corruption in South
Australia, similar to the CMC in Queensland, ICAC in New South Wales, and
Western Australia’s Corruption and Crime Commission.
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
