(b) a person or body referred to in subsection 55N(2), in relation to a matgg;r; if the
AGS is acting for the person or body in that matter;

(¢) a person or body in respect of whom the Attormey-General has made a request

under subsection 55N(3), in relation to a matter, if the AGS is acting for the person or the body in
that matter; .

(d) a person or body in respect of whom the CEO has made a determination under
subsection 55N(4), in relation to a maticr, if the AGS is acting for the person or body in that matter;

(e) the AGS;

practitioner or firm 1s acting for a person or body referred to in subsection S5N(1) in that matter.

(2) Compliance with a @ Legal Services Direction & is not enforceable except by, or
upon the application of, the Attorney~General.

(3) The issue of non—compliance with a « Legal Services Direction = may not be raised

in any proceeding (whether in a court, tribunal or other body) except by, or on behalf of, the
Commonwealth.
