


Security checks - Dennis Richardson, then Director-General of ASIO, reported that
DIAC requested ASIO to make 3,704 security assessments in 2000/01 and 1,574 in
2001/2 in relation to unauthorised arrivals. Of these, there were no adverse assessments ie
none were found to pose a direct or indirect threat to Australia’s security .

In 2005 two unauthorized arrivals detained on Nauru received adverse assessments from
ASIO. Mr Faisal’s case was later reviewed by ASIO and the adverse assessment was
dropped. Mr Sagar was resettled in Sweden. Due to the secrecy that surrounds these
assessments, the grounds for the Mr Sagar’s adverse assessment are not known to him or
his lawyers although legal avenues are being pursued to try and find out.
