*(7) Where a House of Representatives expires or is dissolved in pursuance
of section 5 of this Constitution, an election of senators to fill the places of
senators whose terms expired on the expiry or dissolution of that House shall be
held on the same day as the general election of members of the next House of
Representatives.

“(8) Where, since the election of senators for a State following a
dissolution of the Senate but before the division of the senators for the State
into classes in pursuance of this section, the place of a senator chosen at the
election has become vacant, the division of senators shall be made as if the place
of the senator had not so become vacant and, for the purposes of section 15 of
this Constitution, the term of service of the senator shall be deemed to be, and
to have been, the period for which he would have held his place, in accordance
with this section, if his place had not so become vacant.

*“(9) The provisions of this Constitution that were in force immediately
before the commencement of this section continue to apply in relation to a
senator whose term of service would, under those provisions, expire on the
thirtieth day of June 1985.

*(10) In the case of a senator (other than a senator holding office by virtue
of an appointment by the Governor of a State under section 15 of this
Constitution) whose term of service would, if the provisions of this
Constitution that were in force immediately before the commencement of this
section applied in relation to him, expire on the thirtieth day of June 1988, his
term of service shall expire on the expiration or dissolution of the first House of
Representatives to expire or be dissolved after that commencement.

"(11) In the case of a senator (other than a senator holding office by virtue
of an appointment by the Governor of a State under section 15 of this
Constitution) whose term of service would, if the provisions of this
Constitution that were in force immediately before the commencement of this
section applied in relation to him, expire on the thirtieth day of June 1991, his
term of service shall expire on the expiration or dissolution of the second House
of Representatives to expire or be dissolved after that commencement or, if
there is an earlier dissolution of the Senate, on that dissolution.

*(12) If the place of a senator chosen by the people of a State became
vacant before the commencement of this section and, at that commencement
