Total votes are expresgedcantage of
electors enrolled in contested divisions. Enrolled figures represent the total number of electors
enrolled in each state, while enrolled division figures represent the number of electors enrolled in
contested divisions only.

Other indivdual state and territory tables summarise the results for that state and territory at every
House of Representatives and Senate election.

Since 1901 there have been 42 House of Represents
elections andlO Senate elections. The average lengt}
time between House of Representatives elections
been 2 years and 7 months.

Of the House of Representatives elections,-caimor
parties or coalitions have won 29 and the Austral
Labor Party (ALP) has won 13ustralian politics hag
been characterised by relatively long periods
government. Since 1930 there have been only €
changes of government: 1932, 1941, 1949, 1972, 1
1983, 1996 and 2007.

Double dissaltions of both houses have occurres

times, resulting in full Senate elections being held
1914, 1951, 1974, 1975, 1983 and 1987. {$alhate
elections only were held in 1953, 1964, 1967 and 14
House of Representatives elections only were helg
1929, 1954, 1963, 1966, 1969 and 1972.

Since the introduction in 1949 of Proportional
Representation (PR) for Senate elections,
government of the day has had control in the Sel
only during 195156, 195962, 197581 and 200607.
On each occasion the Liberal/National (Country) Pa
Coalition was in government. An ALP government hyj
not controlled the Senate since 1849, though the
party did control the Senate 1948 while in
opposition.

This was the first election held under Commonwealth electoral legislation. First Past the Post was
the electoral systen©nce again no one political group gained a majority of Representative seats,

with the Protectionist winning 26 seats, the Free Tra&l&5 seats and Labor 23 seats. One
independent candidate also claimed a Jdw.relative equality of the three parties made the task of
governing difficult, with the possibility of coalitions explorddespite this unagainty, the Deakin
Protectionists continued in office with the support of the Labor members

The Labor Party (also referred to throughout as Abstralian Labor Party oALP) gaineda
pronounced swing in the Senatantest winning 10 out of the 19acancies. &ty representation in
the upper house was now 14 Labor, 12 HAneele, eight Protectionists and twamlependents.

The multiparty contest for control of the House of Representatives continued at the 1906 election

with the didribution of seats being: 26 Labor, 27 Afwcialists, 16 Protectionistfour

A tentative understanding reached between Deakin and the Labor Party during the election

Labor won a substantial vty to become the firgtarty towin a clear majority in both housef
parliament.

On 9 November 1934 Prime Minister Lyons and the UAP entered into a coalition with the Country
Party.

The continued disunitin Labor rankshelped the conservatives to secure alllaisée seats in the
Senate electiormhe UAPLCountryPartyCoalition therefore held 33 oof the 36 Senate seats.

193723 October

The 1937 election resulted in a return to power for the Lyons GovernifemtUAP marginally
increased thir percentage dhe vote (+2 per cent) and made a net gain of one seat. The Country
Party gainedl1.5 per cent of the vot@nd continued to hold 12 seat$he Labor Party, enited

under the leadership of John Curtsaw itsvote rise by 16.3 per cent 43&r cent with its tally of
29seath ei ng t hestpgfarmange Sirsce 1929. Labor was able to reclaim many of the seats
that ithadlost in New South Wales in 1931 and 1934.

Having won no Senate seats at the 1934 election, the Labor Party made a solid X8, in
winning 160f 19 seats. Thedalition still held control of the Seteawith 20 seats.

194021 September

The death ofPrime Minister Lyons inApril 1939 produced unrest in the conservative parties.
Country Party leader, Earle Page, became Phkitinéster for 19 days, followed by Robert Menzies
as head of a UAP Governmdot 11 months, and then as leader of a Coalition Government until
the 1940 election. In the election, the Coalition parties won oBlgeats, and Menzies remained
Prime Ministerwith the support of two independents.

The alition Government managed to retain control of 8enate at the election with a tweat
majority over the Labor Party.

Menzies remained Prime Minister of a government with many internal tensions until hedstepp
down on 29 August 1941. Country Party leader Arthur Fadden became Prime Mihst@ver,

the Fadden UARCountry alition soon lost control of the House of Representatives when the two
independents withdrew their aRrimeMinister,on aldctbbel a b o
1941.

The continuinginstability of the conservative partieand the popularity of Labor under Curtin
pushed theGovernment to a 49 seat majority in the lower housdor won49.9 per cent of the

194628 September

John Curtin died in officen July 1945, and was replaced by Frank Forde. Ben Chilgly over as
leaderone week later.

Labor comfortably retainedffice in 1946, though with the loss of six seats. Labor was opposed by
the newlyformed Liberal Party, which emerged from the disintegration of the UAP. Led by Robert
Menzies, the Liberals performed creditably, securing 12.6 per cent more of the votgsthan
predecessor had achieved three years before.

In the Senate election the Labor Government won 16 of the 19 seats.

194912 December

The 1949 election saw Menzies lead the Liberal Party, in close cooperation with the Country Party,
to victory. The Housef Representatives had been enlarged from 74 to 121 members (123 including
nonvoting members from th&orthern Territoryand for the first time, the Australian Capital
Territory) and the Senate from 36 to 60.

Proportional Representation was introduéadthe 1949 Senate election, which resulted in a more
equitable distribution of seat s. The-takga lelvd o u
result. The number of senators elected in 1949 (seven from each state) included two supernumerary
senatordrom each state to bring the Senate up to its full complement of 60 members. The ALP
retained control of the Senate.

195128 Apri(Double Dissolution)

The 1951 election occurred after Menzies secured a double dissolution resulting from the ALP
controled Senate refusing to pass the Government
comfortably returned, and the ALP lost control of the Senate.

19539 May (Senate)

The 1953 separate h&benate election was held as a consequence of the 1951 simultaneous
dissolution and the Constitutional provision (section 13) backdating the terms of senators elected at
a simultaneous dissolution election, to the preceding 1 July. Prime Minister Menzies opted to have a
Senateonly election.

195429 May (House of Represgives)

Although the Liberal/Country Party Coalition Government was returned at the 1954 election, there
was a 1.4 per cent swing to the ALP, giving the ALP a majority of the estimateguartyopreferred

vote (50.7 per cent). The ALP received 50.1 pat of the first preference vote, the only election in

the postwar period where any party has achieved more than 50 per cent of the first preference vote.

The 1955 election saw the first electoral consequences of the split in the AliRtoAmhunist

Labor (ACL) candidates stood against ALP candidates in Victoria, South Australia and Tasmania.
The effects of the strength of the ACL were most notably felt in Victoria where the ALP vote in the
House of Representatives fell by 13.2 per cer8d per cent. In the Senate, one ACL candidate
was elected from Victoria where the ALP vote fell by 15.9 per cent to 35.0 per cent.

195822 November

The full effects of the split in the ALP were felt in the 1958 election with the Democratic Labor
Party(DLP) standing candidates in all states. The DLP polled more House of Representatives votes
than the Country Party and its preferences helped the Liberal/Country Party Coalition achieve a
then postwar record majority in the House of Representatives (8&ke

A DLP senator was elected from Tasmania giving the DLP two Senators. The Coalition
Government regained control of the Senate.

19619 December

The Liberal/Country Party Coalition Government came close to defeat in the 1961 election held
afterthe 180i6 1 o6 credit squeezed. The ALP and the C
floor of the House of Representatives after the election, but two of the ALP number were members
from the Northern Territory and the Australian Capital Territory who hatiliceed voting rights in

the chamber at the time.

The Coalition Government lost effective control of the Senate, requiring support of either the DLP
or independent senators for a majority.

The 1961 election was only one of five occasions in thewasperiod where the party winning
governmenhas received less th&0 per cent of the twparty preferred vote. The Liberal/Country
Party Coalition received an estimated 495 cent of the twqparty preferred vote.

196330 November (House of Represermsyi

The 1963 House of Representatives election was held following the early dissolution called before a
Senate election was constitutionally permissible. The Liberal/Country Party Coalition Government
was returned with an increased majority. The CoungényyPvote was higher than the DLP vote for

the first time since 1955.

19645 December (Senate)

The 1964 separate h&®fenate election was held when it fell due. Prime Minister Menzies chose not
to make the housesd el ecti chaed 28 iseats, |withatheeDd R s .
winning two seats.

196626 November (House of Representatives)

The 1966 election resulted in a landslide victory for the Liberal/Country Party Coalition
Government with a majority of 40 in a House of Representatives of &2dbers. The number of
Liberal Party members elected (61) was a then-wastrecord high while the number &iLP
members elected (41) was a then puost record low. The estimated tvparty preferred vote

11
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received by the Liberal/Country Party, 56.9 pent, is the highest in the pesar period. The
election of Sam Benson, Batman, Victoria, was the first success by an independent candidate since
1946.

This was the first election where the voters of the Australian Capital Territory eleatechlber
who had full voting rights in the lower house.

196725 November (Senate)

The continuing success of the DLP and independent candidates at the 1967 sepafateatelf
election increased their number to five, at that time awastrecord numberThe ALP maintained
27 senators with the Liberal/Country Party Coalition losing three places to have 28 senators.

196925 October (House of Representatives)

The ALP made substantial gains in the 1969 election to recover much of the ground lost in the 1966
election The Liberal/Country Party Coalition Government majority in the House of Representatives
was reduced from 40 to 7. The estimated-paaty preferred swing to the ALP (7.1 per cent) is the
highest recorded swing to the ALP in the pastr period. The Codlon Government was returned

with less than 50 per cent of the estinddteo-party preferred vote (49.8 per cent).

This was the first election where voters oé tNorthern Territory elected aember who held full
voting rights in the lower house.

197021 November (Senate)

The election of five minor party and independent senators at the 1970 separSeniasdf elections
rai sed their number ted eetglbbn, atmmosiph-8anaa I
elections. Thd 970 election remains thast separate haenate election to be held.

19722 December (House of Representatives)

Australia experienced its first change of a Commonwealth government in 23 years with the defeat
of the Liberal/Country Party Coalition Government by the ALP. Themeséd ALP tweparty
preferred vote, 52.7 per cent, was the second highest recorded sinearthelowever, the
incoming ALP Gvernment faced a hostile Senate, reflecting Senate election results in 1967 and
1970.

197418 May (Double dissolution)

The 1974double dissolution election synchronised elections for the House of Representatives and
the Senate for the first time since 1961. The 1974 election saw the demise of the DLP as a political
power in the Senate, with the losEall five Senate positions fteld going into the election. Even

with the lower quota requirements of a full Senate election, minor parties and independents could
only manage to win two seats.

197513 December (Double dissolution)

Following the dismissal of the Whitlam ALP Governmemtiouble dissolution was granted to the
Fraser Government. The election saw the worst result for the ALP in thev@operiod. The party
received only 44.3 per cent of the estimated-paay preferred vote, a swing of 7.4 per cent, and
Labor won just 8 of 127 seats in the House of Representatives. The Liberal Party won 68 seats, its

12
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third best result, while the National Country Party won 22 seats, its besvg@ostsult. The ALP
returned only one member from each of Queensland and Western Ausirdha House of
Representatives.

In the Senate, the incoming Liberal/National Country Party Coalition Government became the first
government since 1962 to hold a majority. Senators were elected from the Northern Territory and
the Australian Capital Territg for the first time. Longerm (19752005) Tasmanian independent
Brian Harradine entered the Senate.

197710 December

The ALP failed to recover substantial ground with its House of Representatives seats increasing
from 36 to 38 in a slightly reduced ehber (127 to 124 members). The ALP share of the estimated
two-party preferred vote increased slightly to 45.4 per cent. The Australian Democrats fielded
candidates for the first time and achieved immediate success in the Senate with the election of two
serators.

198018 October

The ALP made substantial gains at the 1980 election but the Liberal/National Country Party
Coalition remained firmly in control of the House of Representatives with a majority of 23 seats.
For the first time since the Second World War, the ALP won a nwjad House of
Representatives seats from Victoria.

In the Senate, further increases in the strength of the Australian Democrats meant that the
Government lost control of the Senate from 1 July 1981. National Country Party strength in the
Senate fell tolree, the lowest since the war.

19835 March (Double dissolution)

The 1983 election was a triumph for the ALP, with the defeat of the Fraser Government and a
record result. The ALP achieved its best result in the House of Representatives with 75 members
elected and a twparty preferred vote of 53.2 per cent, the highest recorded by the party since
1949. Tasmania was the only state to hold out against the ALP tide: all five seats were won by the
Liberal Party.

In the Senate, Australian Democrat candidatese elected from all states, except Tasmania where
the independent Senator, Brian Harradine, wadeeted.

19841 December

The 1984 elections were held for an enlarged House of Representatives, increased from 125 to 148,
and Senate, increased from6476. A supernumerary senator was elected from each state to bring
the size of the Senate up to its full complement of members.

In terms of members elected, all major parties gained in the enlarged House of Representatives,
with the Liberal Party recordg the largest gain of 12 members from 33 to 45.

The 1984 Senate election was the fhelfishe@osnyst
The effect of this change was to reduce greatly the incidence of informal votes in the Senate from
9.9 percent in 1983 to 4.7 per cent in 1984. However, the resultant confusion in voting
methodologies had the perverse consequence of increasing the informal vote in the House of

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Representatives from 2.1 per cent in 1983 to 6.8 per cent in 1984. Jo Vallenfipev@a/elected
as a Nuclear Disarmament candidate.

198711 July

The 1987 election saw the tvparty preferred vote for the ALP decline by 1.0 per cent to 50.8 per
cent, though the number of House of Representatives seats won by the ALP increaseiB6four t
the highest representation for the ALP to date.

In the Senate, the lower quotas occasioned by the double dissolution resulted in a new record of ten
minor party and independent senators being elected. The 1987 Senate election saw the first
candidates standing on a green or environmental platform.

199024 March

This election was only one of five occasions in the period 123®4 when a party was elected to
government with less than 50 per cent of the-paay preferred vote. The ALP recei/d9.9 per

cent of the tweparty preferred vote yet won 78 of 148 of the seats in the House of Representatives
(52.7 per cent). The National Party were the big losers in this election, with a net loss of five seats,
giving them what was to that time thé&xvest number of seats (14) in the House of Representatives
since 1919. For the first time smd966, an independent member (Matck, North Sydney, NSW)

was elected to the House of Representatives.

In the Senate, minor parties and independents maidténed position. Senator Vallentine was re
elected as the first Green senator.

199313 March

The reelection of the ALP @Gvernment, with an increased majority from 8 to 13, at the 1993
election was the first occasion since 1966 that an incumbent gomermohieved a positive two

party preferred swing (1.5 per cent to ALP). The election was notable for the election of two
independents to the House of Representatives (Ted Mack, North Sydney, NSW; Phil Cleary, Wills,
Victoria), the lowest National Party i@recorded to that time (7.2 per cent), and the decline in the
vote for the Australian Democrats. In the House of Representatives, the Democrat vote declined
from 11.3 per cent at the 1990 election to 3.8 per cent, while in the Senate, the Democrattote w
from 12.6 per cent to 5.3 per cent.

The decline in votes for the Australian Democrats meant that only two Democrat Senators were
el ected, the small est number since the partyi
minor parties and ingeendents in the Senate was maintained with the success of a &eend

senator (D. Margetts, WA) and theekection of Senator Harradine from Tasmania.

19962 March

The Liberal/National Party Coalition led by John Howard was returned to governmanfiafte
years in opposition. The Liberal Party won 75 seats in the House of Representatives, their largest
ever level of representation, while the National Party won 18 seats. The ALP performed poorly in
Queensland, South Australia and Western Australiainretponly seven of the 52 seats in those
states, winning a total overall of 49 seats. Recent successes of independents continued with five
independents being elected, the largest number in themaogieriod. The Coalition received 53.6
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per cent of thewo-party preferred vote (a swing of 5.0 per cent), the highest vote since 1977 and
the largest swing since 1975.

In the Senate, minor parties continued to hold the balance of power, despite a strong result by the
Coalition. The Coalition won 20 of the &knate places up for election. The Democrats improved

on their 1993 resulind returnedive senators while one Greeamator (B Brown) was electeth

19983 October

Despite its vote falling the Liberal/National Party Coalition was returnéukat998 election with a
comfortabl e maj ority. The success of Paul in
conservative voters helped push down Coalition votes. The Liberal vote of 33.9 per cent was the
partyds | owest vote wsiohee 019523 pred tclaeat Nateim
postwar tally. In two-party preferred vote terms, support for the Coalition fell by 4.6 per cent to
49.0 per cent, only the fifth time in the pegar period that a government was elected with less than

50 per cent of the vote. The combined first preference vote for the three major parties (79.6 per
cent) was the lowest since 1943. Of the five independent members elected at the 1996 election, only
one (Peter Andren, Calare, NSW) retained his seat.

In the Snate, minor parties continued to hold the balance of power. The Australian Democrats won
four seats to bring their number to nine senators, their higlvestlevel of representation. In
Queensland, One Nation candidate, Heather Hill was elected (busulasquently found to be
ineligible and was replaced by Len Harris), while in Tasmania, Senator Harradine elected.

200110 November

The Liberal/National Party Coalition Government was returned with an sexdteaajority. The

swing to the @vernmenbf 2.0 per cent in twqparty preferred vote terms was the largest swing to

an incumbent government since 1966 and only one of six times that a positive swing to a
government has ocoed since 1949. Swings to the@rnment were recorded in all stateseptc
Tasmania and the Northern Territory. However, the election was one of contrasting results for the
Coalition partners: 69 Liberal Party members were elected to the House of Representatives, the
third-largest number ever elected, while 13 National Paxembers were elected, the second
smallest number in the pestar per i od. Part of the National
independent candidates, with three being elected from rural areas, the second largest number of
independents elected in theriod. The ALP performed poorly, recording its lowest (@15 first
preference vote in both the Senate and the House of Representatives.

In the Senate, minor parties continued to hold the balance of power, although the Australian
Democrats now had tdare the balance of power with the other parties and the two independents.
In New South Walesgne Greenenator (Kerry Nettle) was elected.

20049 October

For the second successive electithre LiberalNational Party Coalition Government was retenl

with an increased majority. The Liberal Party won 74 seats in the House of Representatives, their
seconehighest result, while the National Party won 12 seats, their lowest number in thegpost
period. For only the sixth time since 1945, a positive-paty preferred swing was recorded to the
incumbent government. Twoarty preferred swings to theo&ernment occurred in all states except

the Northern Territory. In terms of first preference votes the Liberal Party recorded over 40 per cent
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for the firsttine since 1975, whil e the Labor Pawdry 6 s
period. The three sitting independent members were returned.

In the Senate, the Coalition won 38 seats and won control of the chamber for the first time since
1980. The Cddion parties won four of the six Queenslardats the first time this had been
achieved in any state. The election was one of contrasting results for the minor parties: the
Australian Democratsé vote col | athes leadd the Greens h ey
won two seats to give them four in the new Senate, the same as the Democrats. A Family First
Senator was elected from Victoria.

In a worrying trend for electoral administrators, the informal vote in the House of Representatives
contirnued to increase and, at 5.2 per cent, was the second highest on record since 1949.

200724 November

Under the leadership of Kevin Rudd, the Labor Party was returned to office for the first time since
1996, with its secontbwest winning first preferencealty (43.4 per cent). Labor won 83 seats, the
Liberal Party worb5 and the Nationals secured.tém the division of Bennelong, Prime Minister
Howard became only the second Prime Minister to lose his seat.

The Coalition lost control of theeBate, but stilheld 37 seats five more than the Government.
The Australian Greens increased their seats to five, though they lost a Blat iBouth Wales
Independent South AustraliaBenatorNick Xenophon, won a seat. The last four Aakan
Democrats left the Seteatwo had resigned and two were defeated in the election. The Australian
Democrats were represented in the upper house from 1977 till 2008.
