{ trust that these few comments will alert the members of the Committee that,
prior ko a major change in policy, there needs to be adequate public consultation and
that codes of practice should be adjusted in line with such an alteration. Management of
the various channels will need to do a whole lot better in responding to correspondence
from their viewing audience. What is at stake here is partly an adherence to old-
fashioned courtesy, but also a sensitivity to changing tastes among the viewing public.
We need to return to the original intentions of commercial broadcasting in Australia,
and ensure that, in the thirst fo make money, we have not allowed the intrusion of
commercial priorities to spoil our viewing pleasure. Finally, there will need to be better
communication between the television stations and the various arms of government. 1
