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e  The Inquiry to articulate a credible action plan to prevent the development, rehabilitate the
impacts and incorporate the mineral lease of the Jabiluka site , in order to protect the region’s
World Heritage property and values.

The Federal and NT Governments to act to reduce environmental impacts of operations at Ranger,

and for monitoring, reporting and regulatory regimes be strengthened to include more event based

monitoring, increased monitoring scope and trigger points, and enhanced reporting.

That the Senate Environment, Communications, Information Technology and the Arls References

Committee inquire into and report on the regulatory, monitoring and reporting regimes that govern

environmental performance at the Ranger and Jabiluka uranium operations in the Northern Territory

and the Beverley and Honeymoon ISL operations in South Australia, with particular reference to:

o The adequacy, effectiveness and performance of existing monitoring and reporting regimes and
regulations;

o The adequacy and effectiveness of those Commonwealth agencies responsible for the oversight
and implementation of these regimes and

A review of Commonwealth responsibilities and mechanisms to realise improved environmental

performance and transparency of reporting.
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
