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The atterapt to cater for ‘development interests’ must not be at the expense of accountability, public participation and full
consideration of environmental impacts.”

While we would support an efficient and effective EPBC Act regime, we do not state our support for
the proposed streamlining amendments. The ANEDO submission (pages 22 to 32) provides further
detail in relation to our concerns regarding the streamlining of the referrals and assessment process
under the proposed amendments.

ANEDO is disappointed that our position is incorrectly recorded in the Report. We have been
informed that the Report has been finalised, and therefore cannot be corrected. We therefore, request
that the Committee note our concem on the public record.
