


The ACT Government is preparing a project proposal to conduct a basic salmzty study,,
and will seek Australian Government funding assistance for this project once
arrangements are in place for delivery of NAP funding in the ACT. This study will
include salinity mapping and provide a basis for programs on rural and urban land.

Targets for salinity in the ACT have been articulated in the ACT NRM Plan.
Investment in actions and activities towards addressing these targets is awaiting an
arrangement for the delivery of the NAP in the ACT to be finalised.

The ACT Government is responsible for the management of the majority of land in the
ACT. Land use conditions for Rural Lessees are reflected in Land Management
Agreements made with the ACT Government. Factors such as land capability and land
condition are considered as part of these agreements.
