QoN 3: TIMELINE FOR DEVELOPING PACIFIC PARTNERSHIPS FOR
DEVELOPMENT

The first Partnerships were signed with Papua New Guinea and Samoa on 20 August
2008. Australia hopes to finalise Partnerships with other key Pacific partners by mid
2009.

The current timelines for completing negotiation are: Solomon Isia.nds and Kiribati by
December 2008; Vanuatu by March 2009; Tonga and Nauru by June 2009; and
Tuvalu by August 2009.

Australia will seek to renew its development relationships with all other Pacific Island
Forum countries except Fiji (unless it returns to democracy) by 2010 and will
consider ways to work with the compact and free association states and territories in
close cooperation with other development partners, in particular New Zealand and the
United States.
