Whatever is thought of the quality of superior court judges nowadays, they still have a very
proper aversion to imposing restrictions on parliamentary processes without a firm basis, and,
when confronted with a choice between protecting possible government malfeasance and
allowing accountability, they have a very proper tendency to choose the latter.
