The Australian Government is currently undertaking a stocktake of eye health activities 
across all jurisdictions to contribute to the three yearly report.  The report is due to be 
considered by the Australian Health Ministers’ Conference in late 2011. 
 
Separately, the Australian Government undertakes ongoing monitoring and evaluation of 
activity to support eye health.
