Mr De Silva: When the National Partnership was
being done back in 2008-09, again, there was a RIS which looked at what would be
the projected number of qualified staff for cert lll and for diploma for early childhood
teachers. | do not have the figures here right now but | can take it on notice.

Answer

Workforce modelling undertaken as part of the December 2009 Council of Australian
Governments Decision Regulation Impact Statement (RIS) (at Appendix F) for Early
Childhood Education and Care Quality Reforms projected that by 2020:

e 34 000 full-time equivalent Certificate 1l qualified staff would be required

e 28 000 full-time equivalent diploma-qualfiied staff would be required

o 17 500 degree-qualifiied staff would be required.
