Members’ Training Program Register

Resolution adopted 29 November 2021

That the House notes the Safe and Respectful Workplaces Training
Program administered by the Department of Finance and requires all
Members to provide statements in relation to the Training Program in
accordance with the following terms:

1

Each Member who has undertaken the Training Program shall
provide to the Registrar of Members” Interests a statement
declaring that the Member has undertaken the Training
Program either:

(@) within 28 days of this resolution, where the Member has
already undertaken the Training Program; or

(b) within 28 days of undertaking the Training Program.

Statements shall be made in accordance with this resolution
and in a form determined by the Committee of Privileges and
Members’ Interests.

The Registrar shall, in accordance with procedures determined
by the committee, maintain a Members” Training Program
Register comprising statements provided under this resolution
and publish all statements by Members online. Other than as
specifically provided for in this resolution, the committee has
the same powers and functions in relation to the Training
Program Register as it does in relation to the Register of
Members’ Interests.

Any Member who knowingly provides false or misleading
information in a statement to the Registrar shall be guilty of a
serious contempt of the House of Representatives and shall be
dealt with by the House accordingly.

A question of whether any Member has committed such a
serious contempt shall first be referred to the Committee of
Privileges and Members’ Interests for inquiry and report.
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
