debates and proceedings

Resolution adopted 5 May 1993

(1) That the House:

authorises the publication of the record of debates and
proceedings in the House, known as Parliamentary
Debates and Hansard, prepared by the Department of
the Parliamentary Reporting Staff; and

affirms the right of committees and subcommittees
(however described) of the House and joint committees
of the House and the Senate to authorise the publication
of (i) documents and records and (ii) transcripts of
evidence prepared by the Department of the
Parliamentary Reporting Staff, subject to any particular
provisions in relevant legislation, resolutions or
standing orders.

(2) That this resolution continue in force unless and until
amended or rescinded by the House in this or a subsequent
Parliament.
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
