My maternal grandfather was born in Fiji in 1898. Fiji was a British colony at the time, [t is not clear
whether my maternal grandfather was ever a Fijian citizen. He departed Fiji in 1912. If he was a Fijian
citizen and transmitted Fijian citizenship to my mother she would not have been able to transmit Fijian
citizenship to me as only fathers could automatically transmit Fijian citizenship by descent.
