Principles of the committee 

The committee scrutinises each legislative instrument subject to disallowance, disapproval or 

affirmative resolution by the Senate as to whether: 
 

• it is in accordance with its enabling Act and otherwise complies with all legislative 

requirements; 

• it appears to be supported by a constitutional head of legislative power and is otherwise 

constitutionally valid; 

• it makes rights, liberties, obligations or interests unduly dependent on insufficiently 

defined administrative powers; 

• those likely to be affected by the instrument were adequately consulted in relation to it; 

• its drafting is defective or unclear; 

• it, and any document it incorporates, may be freely accessed and used; 

• the accompanying explanatory material provides sufficient information to gain a clear 

understanding of the instrument; 

• it trespasses unduly on personal rights and liberties; 

• it unduly excludes, limits or fails to provide for independent review of decisions affecting 

rights, liberties, obligations or interests; 

• it contains matters more appropriate for parliamentary enactment; 

• in the case of an instrument exempt from sunsetting, it is appropriate for the instrument to 

be exempt from sunsetting; 

• in the case of an instrument that amends or modifies the operation of primary legislation, 

or exempts persons or entities from the operation of primary legislation, the instrument is 

in force only for as long as is strictly necessary; and 

• it complies with any other ground relating to the technical scrutiny of delegated legislation 

that the committee considers appropriate. 
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The committee also scrutinises each instrument to determine whether the attention of the Senate 

should be drawn to the instrument on the ground that it raises significant issues, or otherwise gives 

rise to issues that are likely to be of interest to the Senate.
