e breakdown of funding in the Budget for the new Oceans Leadership Package;

e requirements in relation to organisations listed on the Register of Environmental Organisations;

e questions on the National Environmental Science Program (NESP) and the Threatened Species Recovery
Hub;

e publication of the ‘Spending to save: What will it cost to halt Australia's extinction crisis?’ research paper
and discussions within the Department on whether it would be published with or without NESP affiliation;
