4703.0 - Framework for Measuring Wellbeing: Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Peoples, 2010

This publication describes a framework developed by the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS), in
conjunction with stakeholders, to measure the wellbeing of Australia's Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander peoples.

The framework attempts to provide a holistic approach to the mapping of statistics about the wellbeing
of Indigenous Australians. It is presented as a broad level document, balanced across selected
themes or 'domains’. It will be used to guide the development of ABS Indigenous statistics, by
providing an organisational structure to aid the identification of data gaps and areas for statistical
improvements. It will also provide a useful structure for ABS reporting and analysis of Indigenous
wellbeing.

Census Information

The following data shows the population by country of birth and sex for the last three Australian
Censuses of Population and Housing. The overseas born population increased by approximately
878,000 from 2006 Census to 2011 Census and 869,500 from 2011 Census to 2016 Census.

In terms of what skills overseas born persons bring to Australia, we can look at their occupations and
level of education at the time of the Census by their year of arrival. However, the 2016 Census data
on employment (occupation and industry) and qualifications will not be released until October

2017 so the example below is from 2011 Census data. Please let us know if you would like the
updated data for 2016 when it becomes available.

The following 2011 Census data shows the level of non school qualifications of those overseas born
persons who arrived prior to 2007 and those who arrived from 2007 to 9 August 2011 (5 years up to
2011 Census night).

The data shows that 30% of those overseas born persons who arrived from 2007 to 9 August 2011
had Bachelor Degree or Higher (i.e. 21% Bachelor Degree and 9% Postgraduate Degree).
