Answer: The contract for research into the Social Impacts of the Alternative Place of Detention

on the Inverbrackie Community is for a total value of $151,380.90.

Research into the Economic Impacts of the Inverbrackie Alternative Place of Detention
in the Adelaide Hills is a separate contractual arrangement between the Department of
Immigration and Citizenship and the South Australian Centre for Economic Studies, a
joint research unit of the University of Adelaide and Flinders University. The total
contractual value of this project is $49,830.
