Constitutional reform is the focus of a roundtable discussion to be held by the House of 
Representatives’ Legal and Constitutional Affairs Committee on Thursday 1 May at 
Parliament House, Canberra.

• federal-state relations in relation to constitutional powers; and 
• the inclusion of a constitutional preamble.
