Many of my members will
not go out at night because of this and live behind bars and locked
doors.

Much petty crime is committed by young unemployed people, with
no apparent reason for their living, which I feel is very sad.
Victims of crime are sometimes treated worse than the offenders,
which is an intolerable situation to be happening in our country.
There is much truancy from school especi~ttyirrt~aborigrrrat
communities . Ab study money should be payed after proven
attendance at classes and not up front whether they attend or not.
Sentencing in many cases is totally inadequate , with the offender
seeming to get more compassion than the victim.

We need more police and less leniency, with the perpetrators of
crime.
