· you may send a draft of your petition pages to petitions.committee.reps@aph.gov.au for review, it is best to do this before you start collecting signatures;

· while you may provide other material for people to look at before signing the petition, this material is not able to be included with the petition sent to the House, no attachments are accepted;
· if the terms of your petition are written in a language other than English it must include a certified translation with the contact details of the person certifying the translation;

· the front page of the petition must identify a principal petitioner’s name and address and must have their original signature (not a photocopy or fax) this is the person with whom the Petitions Committee will communicate about the petition;

· a Member of the House of Representatives cannot be the principal petitioner nor sign a petition;

· there are currently no age or citizenship restrictions on who can sign a petition;

· it assists with accurate counting if the boxes are numbered, starting from one, on each page; 

· if you plan to contact people who have signed the petition you should get their consent in advance such as by advising them “by including your contact details here you agree to be informed about the petition’s progress”; the Petitions Committee Secretariat will not usually contact individual petitioners other than the principal petitioner.]
