
About ten per cent of Australia's timber imports are
suspect. In Papua New Guinea it is estimated 3 out of 4 .
logs are felled illegally. In Indonesia illegal logging
destroys about three million hectares of forests every year.
Illegal logging causes major irreversible damage to the
environment and results in the loss of assets and revenue
in developing countries of up to US$23 billion every year.
