Bushfires Committee: public hearings in Canberra
Thursday 21 August and Friday 22 August
The House of Representatives Committee established to examine issues surrounding the summer bushfires will hold further public hearings in Canberra on Thursday and Friday this week.
The committee will hear from representatives of volunteer fire brigade associations, the Bureau of Meteorology, the Australasian Fire Authority Council, the Department of Transport and Regional Services, insurers, the CSIRO and Environment Australia. The hearing programs appear below.
The committee - which has received more than 480 written submissions - has already conducted public hearings and inspections in NSW (Nowra, Katoomba, Richmond and Cooma) and Victoria (Wodonga, Omeo, Buchan and Ballarat), Tasmania, Western Australia and the ACT.

“These hearings in Canberra will complete the very extensive public hearings conducted by the Committee,” Gary Nairn said.
“The hearings have given the Committee an opportunity to hear directly from the people and organisations involved in the recent disastrous fires, land management and bushfire suppression.

“Following the hearings the Committee will prepare a report which will be presented to the Parliament later this year,” Gary Nairn concluded.

The committee is aiming to table its report on 6 November 2003.
