Canberra hearing for TAFES inquiry with DIICCSRTE

The House of Representatives Education and Employment Committee will tomorrow hold its first
public hearing for the inquiry into the role of the technical and further education system and its
operation (known by its short title as the TAFES inquiry).

e the delivery of services and programs to support regions, communities and
disadvantaged individuals to access training and skills and through them a
pathway to employment;

e the operation of a competitive training market; and

e those jurisdictions in which State Governments have announced funding
decisions which may impact on their operation and viability.
