The House of Representatives Industry, Science and Innovation Committee will conduct a 
public hearing for its inquiry into long-term meteorological forecasting in Australia, on 
Tuesday 30 June in Sydney.

The inquiry into long-term meteorological forecasting is examining the efficacy of current 
climate modelling methods and techniques and long-term meteorological prediction 
systems and the impact of accurate measurement of inter-seasonal climate variability on
