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Introduction

Purpose of the Report

1.1 This report contains advice to Parliament on the review by the Joint
Standing Committee on Treaties of two treaty actions tabled in
Parliament on 14 May 2008.1 These treaty actions are:

m Agreement between the Government of Australia and the Government of
the Russian Federation on Cooperation in the Use of Nuclear Energy for
Peaceful Purposes (Sydney, 7 September 2007)

m Treaty between the Government of Australia and the Government of the
United States of America concerning Defense Trade Cooperation (Sydney,
5 September 2007)

1.2 The Report refers frequently to the National Interest Analysis (NIA)
prepared for each proposed treaty action. This document is prepared
by the Government agency (or agencies) responsible for the
administration of Australia’s responsibilities under each treaty.
