Santiago de Chile, August 24, 2001

The organizations below signatories, want to manifest the
Government and the Australian Parliament their extreme
concern, for the agreement of nuclear cooperation signed
between Australia and Argentina.
We are worried if before ratifying this agreement that
enables Argentina to process Australian irradiated nuclear
fuel in Latin American territory, the bordering countries
that could be affected has been consulted and if this
agreement have mentioned the Rio Group resolution about “The
Transport of Nuclear Waste near the Latin American coasts”.

This cooperation agreement between Argentina and Australia
creates conditions whose serious risks must be evaluated
responsibly by Latin American nations because they do not
only affects the two signatory countries but also the
in habitants of the rest of the region.

We would like in consequence that during the process of
ratification of this agreement, you would will to consider
our total disapproval to the use of the nuclear energy in
our region. We also wanted to point out that as well as in
the past we opposed massively and firmly to the nuclear test
in Muroroa, neither we will accept that you continue using
the Cape Horn as a route for the nuclear waste traffic.

In the current state of the ratification process of your
agreement, our organizations would like you to answer
urgently the followings queries that have arise in the
debate of these last days:
- Which will be the Australian policy if the European

countries decide not to continue in their national
territories to reprocess Australian nuclear waste?
- Does Australia expect that Argentina will processes
Australian nuclear waste? If it is so, in what quantity, how
would be carried out, where would be located the plant and
when this would begin?
- If the treatment plant is located near the frontier with
Chile, will Australia make a previous consultation to this
country?
- Does the transport of Australian radioactive waste seeks
to go through Chilean jurisdictional waters?
- If this last question is yes, will Australia follow the
requirements that the Rio Group declared in its Chancellors
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Mee~igof March 18 and reaffirmed by Santiago’s Summit in
August17 the 2001:
“To exercise strict control over the ships carrying their
flags that transit through adjacent jurisdictional waters,
guarantees for the non-contamination of marine environments,
the exchange of information on the chosen routes, the
communication of contingency plans in the event of
disasters, commitments to recover materials after spills,
the de-contamination of affected areas and the establishment

of mechanisms and effective liability regimes in case of
damage?”
