Call for public comment on the US Free Trade

The public has four weeks to lodge submissions to comment on the proposed
Free Trade Agreement between Australia and the United States.

An invitation for public submissions on the AUSFTA was published in The
Australlan newspaper today. Submissions will close on April 13 and be
followed by a series of public hearings at various locations around Australia,
starting on April 19.

The Joint Standing Committee on Treaties is expecting to report back to
Parliament by June 23.

The Committee will carry out an open and accountable inquiry into the
AUSETA. It has the expertise to handle such an important review.

It was established by the Howard Government in 1996 to specifically look at
treaties to be signed by the Australian Government, such as the AUSFTA.

The Treaties Committee has 16 members, including six from the Labor Party
and is backed by a secretariat that has comprehensive experience in
examining treaties.

The inquiry is an important stage in the democratic process because it allows
people to have their say before the proposed AUSFTA legislation is debated in
Parliament.

The Committee is following the same open public process that applies to other
treaties.
