APEC leaders agreed at their 1997 meeting in Vancouver to admit three new members in 1998: Russia, Vietnam and Peru.

NFF
National Farmers’ Federation - established in 1979 as a federation of Australian farm organisations representing approximately 120,000 farm enterprises through 30 affiliated organisations.  The federation is made up of State farm organisations, commodity councils, associates and affiliates
