Section1.9.2.1:’TheAGOhasbeenconsultedto ensurethat theintentofthe leaseis in
line withAGOpreferences’.

Section2.12.1 DEWR understandsthat the29-31 BBPbuildinghasbeendesignedto
achieveaminimumABGR of 4.5 starsandaGreenstarrating.It is acknowledgethat
section2.12.2ofthesubmissionrefers ‘that thebasebuilding includesa numberof
initiatives to achievethe4.5starsABOIL’
