‘Many cruise ships are flagged in states of convenience such as the Bahamas, Panama, Liberia 
and Malta, and ultimately the flag state applies and enforces the laws and regulations in 
international waters’, Mr Perrett said. ‘This can water down the effectiveness of guidelines, 
policies and legislation that look good on paper.’
