In Tamworth the committee will hear from witnesses such as the Australian Cotton 
Cooperative Research Centre and the National Association of Agricultural Educators.  
 
The Armidale hearings will take place from 10.45 am in the Marnie Yeates Room, 
Mary White College, University of New England. 
 
In Armidale the committee will hear from witnesses including the University of New 
England, the Country Women’s Association of NSW and the Australian Beef 
Foundation.  
 
Witnesses will brief the committee on a diverse range of topics and issues, from the 
Australian Cotton Cooperative Research Centre’s approach to research and education, 
to the challenges faced by the important honeybee industry. 
 
The committee chair, Alby Schultz (Member for Hume, NSW), said “the committee has 
received numerous submissions from northern NSW and we see this as an opportunity 
to hear about some of the developments in NSW regarding rural training, skills and 
research”.
