That all country subscribers have the benefit of the same telecommunications 

services as city subscribers.

That their mobile phones work EVERYWHERE and not only in certain areas 

so that when driving twenty kilometres the service appears and disappears.

That faults in telecommunications systems in the country, when notified, are 

addressed urgently.

That a majority of our members are fearful of the possible sale of Telstra and 

how it will affect them in the future.  They have as an example the sale of the Commonwealth Bank now that services have deteriorated.  This same concern could possibly apply to the Post Office in the future, as well as Telstra.

That the Universal Service Obligations guaranteeing continued service to 

country areas be strictly adhered to.
