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Senator Nick McKim asked: 
 
Mr Kiley: Thank you. It was 613 individuals at merits review and 4,922 at judicial review. 
The last bucket are those former TPV/SHEV holders whose TPV/SHEV had expired, 
and they're onshore, and there are 547 of those. To assist you with your earlier question 
around the macro 31,000 number, and Senator Scarr adding that up to 26,000, there 
are a couple of other cohorts. There are the cohorts who do have, or may have, access 
to the RoS pathway. There are 2,531 individuals who've been refused, who have no 
ongoing matters, who are part of that macro 31,000, and there are also another couple 
of thousand individuals who've departed Australia. That gets you towards the 31,000. 
Senator McKIM: That's really helpful; thank you. Could you, on notice, break down all 
those categories that you've just been through, by nationality? 
Mr Kiley: I'll take that on notice.
