(2) for his gross misrepresentation of the facts related to patient treatment in
Australia’s hard-pressed public hospital system, as evidenced by his
dishonest fabrication this morning about the facts and circumstances of the
treatment of the daughter of the Leader of the Opposition;
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(3) for his refusal to address the resource strains our public hospitals are
facing and his denial that citizens are being forced to wait in pain for
treatment;

(4) for his gross misrepresentation of Labor’s cancer policy including
hysterical, shrill and deceitful claims about the possible death of women;
and

(5) for his incompetent, uncaring and arrogant administration of one of the
most critical Commonwealth portfolios which affect the welfare of
Australians”.
