Australia unprepared to deal with the estimated AUD $2-3 billion laundered annually through

the Australian economy by criminals and possibly terrorists;

adequately secure Australia’ s increasingly porous borders; and

establish a Coastguard to properly protect our maritime approaches particularly in the north
and north-west of Australia;

notes that:

the struggle to defeat terrorism does not require us to surrender the basic rights and freedoms
of the democratic and free society that we enjoy in Australia;

220 people; and

the counter-terrorist financing measures contained within this bill are a mere fraction of the
measures required to bring Australia into compliance with the global standard;

planning to introduce this bill into the Parliament and have it debated immediately on Melbourne
Cup day and also seeking to have Senate Committee scrutiny limited to just one day;
