12 GREAT BARRIER REEF MARINE PARK AMENDMENT BILL 2007

the bill a second reading, the House:

(1) affirmsthe object of the Principal Act - the protection of the Great Barrier Reef - but notes that the
future of the reef is threatened by both short term and longer term factors, including climate
change;

(2) notes that the United Nations Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change stated in 2007 that by
2050, 97% of the Great Barrier Reef could be bleached every year as aresult of climate change;

(3) condemns the Government’s incompetent handling of the structural adjustment package for the
Great Barrier Reef Representative Areas Plan, which has seen the budget blow out from $31
million to more than $87 million;

(4) callsonthe Government to develop and implement an action plan to help protect the Great Barrier
Reef from the effects of coral bleaching and protect Australian jobs and industries dependent on a
healthy reef as part of a national climate change strategy; and

(5) callsonthe Government to prohibit mineral, oil and gas exploration in Australian waters adjacent
to the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park”—

(5) acknowledges the need to provide statutory authority for the charging of fees by Prescribed Bodies
Corporate, but calls upon the Government to develop a more appropriate fee regime in
consultation with stakehol ders”.
