Making people feeling their opinions matter. That they matter.

A good community leader
is about uniting factions, having intestinal fortitude to make the hard
decisions, inspiring greatness in his community, innovative and creative
thinking, and the ability to see things threugh.

Resource them financially. Create employment and career pathyways.
Become more transparent with the funding that councils for Aboriginal
programs.

Communications, human resource management, accounting and legal
studies skills.

On a scale of one to ten, three. They need to become more transparent.
They need to make available Koorie specific positions on council. Adopt
a more inclusing approach to the Indigenous community.
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
