What proportion of the health budget is spent on mental health and how does this compare 
with other OECD countries with similar health care systems ie Canada, New Zealand and the 
United Kingdom? 
 
 
Answer: 
 
The comparison requested is not available because the OECD countries, New Zealand and 
the United Kingdom, have not to our knowledge undertaken a mental health expenditure 
analysis comparable with Australian data. 
 
The Australian Institute of Health and Welfare (AIHW) have recently completed an analysis 
of international comparison between those countries who have undertaken detailed disease 
costing studies for mental health expenditure:  Canada; the Netherlands; the United States of 
America; and Australia.  This analysis was commissioned by the Department of Health and 
Ageing.  The report uses data from 1993 � 94 for Australia, Canada (1993), the Netherlands 
(1994 and 1999) and the United States of America ( 1996).  The report summary states: 
 

"After adjustments to make the data as comparable as possible we estimate that these 
four countries spend between 9.5 and 11.5 percent of their health expenditures on 
dementia, substance abuse disorders and other mental disorders.  The amount spent on 
other mental health disorders specifically, ranges from 6.2 percent for Australia to 
6.6 percent for the Netherlands and 7.3 percent by the USA.  Given the uncertainties 
of these data there is no evidence from this disease cost information that any of these 
four countries are underspending and overspending on mental disorders (relative to 
each other)."

Thirty five projects were funded under the Innovative Grants Program that trialed innovative 
service delivery models across the community mental health service sector.

Following the completion of the Pilot the Department continued the nationwide 
implementation of the program in secondary schools in each of the three education systems.  
This work is ongoing.  To date, 14,117 participants have attended Mindmatters professional 
development.  Overall these figures mean that we have provided MindMatters training to 
61% of all Australian schools with secondary enrolments across the three education systems.   
 
Since the completion of the Pilot the Department has committed funds to the value of $7.4 
million over 5 years to continue the implementation and evaluation of the MindMatters 
initiative (1999/00 - $1.1 million, 2000/01 - $1.5 million, 2001/02 - $2.0 million, 2002/03 - 
$2.1 million, 2003/04 � 0.5 million, 2004/05 - $0.2 million).  Work over the next 13 months

Recently released Departmental figures show that the number of doctors in rural and remote 
Australia increased by 4.3% in2000-2001. 
 
(a) How many doctors (in FTE�s) does this represent? 
(b) What is the retention rate in rural areas for these doctors? 
(c) How much money was spent to get these doctors to the rural and remote areas? 
(d) Can you provide a full breakdown of the expenditure of $562 million over four years 

identified by the Minister at Estimates by program? 
 
Answer: 
 
(a) The 4.3% figure relates to the percentage increase in Full-time Workload Equivalent 

(FWE) GPs (not FTE) between 1999-00 and 2000-01.  In terms of Full-time Equivalent 
(FTE), this represents an increase from 3,287 in 1999-00 to 3,417 FTE GPs in 2000-01.  
More recent data (released by the Minister on 11 December 2002) shows that the 
number of FTE GPs increased from 3,417 FTE GPs in 2000-01 to 3,555 in 2001-02.  
The GP labour supply in rural Australia has increased by 4.7% between 2000-2001 and 
2001-2002, and by 11.4% over the past 5 years. 

 
(b) The rural and remote retention rate has remained constant at 88% for the past two years 

(1999-00 to 2000-01 and 2000-01 to 2001-02).  This means that of all doctors providing 
services in rural and remote areas in 2000-20001, 88% continued to provide services in 
these areas in 2001-2002.  Note:  retention rates are based on GP head counts through 
Medicare billing.

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(d) Since 1996, around $2 billion dollars in Commonwealth funding has been spent on 
specifically targeted health programs for rural and remote areas.  A major element of 
this increased commitment to rural health has been the More Doctors, Better Services 
Initiative announced in the 2000-2001 Budget, which provided for $562 million over 
four years.  Fourteen separate programs comprise this Initiative, as detailed in the table 
below.  
Please note that $562 million was the budgeted increase in funding, which built on 
some pre-existing programs.  The total expected expenditure for all programs in the 
More Doctors, Better Services strategy sums to $654.75 million over 4 years.

(a) This issue is within the terms of reference of matters being considered by Professor 

Barraclough.  The answer to this question will be known after Professor Barraclough 
delivers his report to the Minister for Health and Ageing. 

 
(b) 1987. 
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(c) Other Blood Transfusion Services did not introduce this test as a general screening 

method, although some may have used the test to verify other test results. 
 
(d) The Department understands that other Blood Transfusion Services did not introduce 

the test at the time because it was a surrogate test. The test was only able to detect liver 
dysfunction. It was not specific for Hepatitis C, was not a wholly conclusive test and 
not all countries adopted it. 

 
(e) The Department does not have data to answer this question. 
 
(f) Information not available to the Department. 
 
(g) In 2000, the Commonwealth released the National Hepatitis C Strategy 1999-2000 to 

2003-2004.  The strategy aims to promote and support the health, safety and well being 
of all Australians in relation to Hepatitis C. Four priority areas are identified for action 
under the strategy: reducing Hepatitis C transmission in the community; treatment of 
Hepatitis C infection; health maintenance, care and support for people affected by 
Hepatitis C; and preventing discrimination and reducing stigma and isolation. 

 
(h) The Department will consider the outcomes of Professor Barraclough�s work before 

recommending any further action.

In 2000 130,000 adults accessed this program but only 100 were Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islanders. 
 
The eligibility criteria prevent many Aboriginal people from accessing the program, despite 
the fact that many have experienced childhood hearing loss. 
 
(a) How many adult Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders have severe hearing problems?  
(b) How do these people access services?  Specifically, how do those in remote areas 

access services? 
(c) Has consideration been given to allowing adults (those over 21 and under 65) to access 

the CHS program?  What was the outcome of any such considerations? 
 
Answer: 
 
(a) In the most recent Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) National Health Survey 

(2001), 18% of Indigenous Australians reported ear or hearing problems.  This is up 
from 13% in 1995.  

 
The rates of total or partial hearing loss gradually increase with age, from a figure of 
10% for Indigenous adults between 25-34 years, to 26% for Indigenous adults over the 
age of 55.  Indigenous males fare slightly worse than females. 
 
The true prevalence of hearing loss in the Indigenous population is unclear. Studies 
have indicated that by the time adulthood is reached, hearing loss can be present in up 
to 70% of Indigenous people. 

 
(b) Adult Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples who are eligible under the 

Commonwealth Hearing Services Program access services through the voucher 
system or through the Australian Hearing Specialist Program for Indigenous 
Australians (AHSPIA), an outreach program which is provided in urban, rural 
and remote locations. 
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Those living in urban centres use local health care facilities or community controlled 
Aboriginal health centres.  In remote areas, people use local health centres, which may 
be operated by the State/Territory government, or may be community controlled health 
centres which attract direct Federal funding.  Staff at sites such as these can offer 
support and information; diagnosis; referrals and post-referral supervision and care. 

 
(c) It is the focus of current Government hearing services policy and program 

management to continue to target resources where they are most needed and, as 
such, changes to the eligibility criteria are a matter of government policy. 
 
Some adults (over 21 and under 65) are already eligible for the Program (CRS 
clients, some Pensioner Concession Card holders, some DVA pensioners and 
their dependents). The findings of the Report on Commonwealth Funded 
Hearing Services to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander People: Strategies for 
Future Action (released November 2002) state that consideration should be 
given to lowering the eligibility age for adult Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islanders.

In 2000 only 5% of CHS Program services delivered to children were delivered to 
Aboriginal children (2000 children out of 40,000), despite the fact that rates of hearing 
loss in Aboriginal children is 5 - 10 times higher. 
 
WHO says that a prevalence rate of Chronic Suppurative Otitis Media (CSOM) greater than 
4% in children is indicative of a massive public health problem requiring urgent attention.  In 
many Aboriginal communities, the rate of CSOM in children is 40%. 
 
(a) What efforts are being made to better target this population in need? 
(b) How many Aboriginal children are in need of hearing services? 
 
 
Answer: 
 
(a) The Commonwealth Hearing Services Program funds Australian Hearing to provide 

hearing services at a tertiary level, ie to children with a diagnosed ongoing hearing loss 
who may be suitable for amplification.  This is provided through its mainstream and 
outreach community based program. Outreach programs are based on agreements 
negotiated with individual Indigenous communities to meet their needs, and which are 
sustainable over the longer term.  Community control has been a feature of Australian 
Hearing�s Indigenous Programs. 

 
Australian Hearing also works very closely with Aboriginal Health Workers it trains 
under the Office for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Health (OATSIH) funded 
Aboriginal Health Worker training program, as well as primary and secondary hearing 
health service providers, to raise awareness of and �identify� children with otitis media 
and ongoing associated hearing loss.   
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According to the Report on Commonwealth Funded Hearing Services to Aboriginal 
and Torres Strait Islander Peoples: Strategies for Future Action, (released 
November 2002),   �The Aboriginal Health Worker training and audiometric equipment 
supply program provided by Australian Hearing on behalf of OATSIH has made a 
particularly strong contribution to the achievement of National Hearing Strategy 
outcomes�. 

 
(b) A recent estimation is that 50% of Indigenous children will have an educationally 

significant hearing loss on any given day (Higgins 1997).  Research at the Menzies 
School of Health Research (1994-95) since 1986 has demonstrated that this problem is 
not confined to school children. In some communities most children already have ear 
infections and ear drum perforations by 12 months, and in one community, research 
showed that most babies already had ear infections and hearing loss by 13 weeks.  

 
In the recent Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) National Health Survey 7% of 
Indigenous children aged 0-14 had a total or partial hearing loss, compared with 2% of 
non-Indigenous children and 4% had otitis media, compared with 2% of the non-
Indigenous population.  This is a low figure for the Indigenous children, but the ABS 
warns that this figure is susceptible to sampling error. 

 
The statistics vary on the proportion of Aboriginal children with hearing loss. Some 
studies have reported that between 6-70% of Aboriginal children have hearing loss 
>25dB.

Aboriginal 
and Torres Strait Islander clients also access services through the Australian Hearing 
Specialist Program for Indigenous Australians (AHSPIA) program, an outreach 
program provided in urban, rural and remote areas. 
 
The AHSPIA program is funded from the overall CSO allocation. The program is based 
on providing long term, sustainable programs in communities. The amount set aside 
from the CSO funding for the AHSPIA program is based on historical information on 
the cost of maintaining existing programs. Last financial year $649,000 was spent on 
the direct costs of the program (compared with $637,000 the previous year).  Some 
costs are absorbed in other funding categories within the CSO budget eg money spent 
on children with hearing aids, adults with complex needs etc and cannot be quantified. 
 

(b) Australian Hearing takes into consideration community requests for services, the 
referral rates from primary or secondary health care providers, historical service 
delivery patterns (reflecting the take-up rate of past programs) and eligible population 
distribution data.

training to Aboriginal Health Workers from 1995 to July 2002. The Northern 
Territory Aboriginal Hearing Program indicated their unwillingness to provide 
training from 1 July 2002. OATSIH is now working with the Central Australian 
Aboriginal Congress Inc (Congress) to develop a plan for Aboriginal Health 
Worker training and models of service delivery.  This is in accordance with the 
Central Australian Regional Indigenous Health Planning Advisory Committee's 
zonal approach.  OATSIH has also commenced negotiations with the Top End 
Regional Indigenous Health Planning Advisory Committee with a view to 
developing a similar plan for Aboriginal Health Worker training.  This will 
ensure continued training availability for Aboriginal Health Workers.  

 
(d) As at 30 June 2002 and since the inception of the program, a total of 404 

Aboriginal Health Workers have been provided with training under the Program, 
320 of which have completed both training modules. Of the Health Workers who 
completed the two stages of training, 154 remain in the sector. 

 
(e) The Training and Equipment program was part of the Aboriginal and Torres 

Strait Islander Hearing Strategy (1995-99). The program was reviewed and its 
findings are contained in the Report on Commonwealth Funded Hearing 
Services to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander People: Strategies for Future 
Action (released November 2002).  Copies of the Report were distributed 
nationally on 27 November 2002.

Referrals 
are accepted, with the patient�s approval, from primary and secondary health 
providers.  These come mainly from doctors (including ENT specialists and 
paediatricians), the Aboriginal community controlled health sector, Aboriginal 
Health Workers, State and Territory health and education staff and organisations, 
and parents/carers.

would be routine community screening available, except for school screening 
programs.

Adult clients who access services through the voucher scheme complete an application form, 
have it signed by a doctor (or qualified practitioner in the case of return clients) and send the 
application to OHS. Once eligibility is verified the client is issued with a voucher and a 
Service Provider Directory from which they may choose a provider. Australian Hearing is 
listed as a service provider in the Directory. Where adult clients choose to access services 
through the AHSPIA program, Australian Hearing checks eligibility and if the client is 
eligible, arranges an appointment.  
 
Children access the program at mainstream Hearing Centres or through the outreach 
program where services are available at around 127 sites in metropolitan, rural and 
remote locations. Referrals are accepted, with the client�s approval, from primary and 
secondary health providers.  These come mainly from doctors (including ENT 
specialists and paediatricians), the Aboriginal community controlled health sector, 
Aboriginal Health Workers, State and Territory health and education staff and 
organisations and parents/carers. 
 
In the period 1 December 2001 to 30 November 2002 Australian Hearing provided 
audiological services to 27,480 children of which 940 (3.4%) identified as being of 
Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander descent. 
 
A large part of the Australian Hearing outreach program (AHSPIA) is to assist 
Aboriginal Health Workers provide services or support children in an educational 
setting.  This type of service is not recorded against a specific client, and as a 
consequence, the number of referrals is not captured.

Answer: 
 
(a) The Department of Health and Ageing provides funding to address Aboriginal and 

Torres Strait Islander substance use through the Office for Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander Health, the Population Health Division and the National Health and Medical 
Research Council.   

 
The Office for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Health 

 
The OATSIH approach to substance use sits within an overall framework for substance 
use and involves:  

 
• supply initiatives (such as substitution of Avgas for petrol); 
• prevention (such as education or sport and recreation programs); 
• early intervention (such as night patrols, counselling and outstation programs; and 
• treatment approaches (residential rehabilitation, group work, counselling). 
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The OATSIH Substance Use Program administers approximately $21 million to 
address Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander substance use.  This funding is comprised 
of: 

 
• $16.4 million to support 65 Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander substance use 

services nationally. Forty two (42) of these services are stand alone substance use 
services with the remaining 23 funded as part of Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander primary health care services. 

• $3.5 million managed at a national level to support the development of research, 
infrastructure and resources to address substance use. 

• $1 million to administer the Comgas Scheme.  The Comgas Scheme subsidises the 
supply of Avgas to Aboriginal communities using aviation fuel as part of a harm 
reduction strategy to address petrol sniffing. 

 
Population Health Division 

 
• National Drug Strategy Complementary Action Plan for Aboriginal and Torres 

Strait Islander People 
The Department is facilitating, on behalf of the Ministerial Council on Drug Strategy, 
the development of a National Drug Strategy Action Plan for Aboriginal and Torres 
Strait Islander peoples.  It is anticipated that the Action Plan will be considered by the 
Ministerial Council on Drug Strategy in August 2003, including consideration of 
implementation issues. The cost so far in the 2002-03 financial year associated with 
developing the Action Plan is $97,347. 

 
• National Illicit Drugs Strategy Non Government Organisations Treatment Grants 

Program 
Under the National Illicit Drugs Strategy, Non-Government Organisations Treatment 
Grants Program, the Commonwealth has allocated a total of $8, 640, 319 (over four 
years) to 18 drug and alcohol treatment projects that provide services specifically to 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people.  Of this, $2, 076, 570 will provided in 
2002/2003. 

 
• Community Partnerships Initiative 
The Community Partnerships Initiative aims to encourage quality practice in 
community action to prevent illicit drug use and to build on existing activity occurring 
across Australia.  To date, 134 projects, to a total value of $10 million have been 
funded nationally under three funding rounds.  Of these, 18 projects focus on 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander People.  These projects will receive $257,275 in 
2002/2003. 

 
• Training Front Line Workers Initiative 
Under the National Illicit Drug Strategy, Training Frontline Workers Initiative a 
contract has been let with the Aboriginal Drug and Alcohol Council (SA) for the 
development of a national training resource to increase the skills and knowledge of 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander workers who come into contact with clients 
affected by illicit drugs and/or other substances.  Funding to be provided to this project 
in 2002/03 is $122,898. 

 
 

• NT Research on cannabis use and harms in remote Aboriginal Communities 
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As part of the Council of Australian Governments (COAG) commitment to further 
strengthen the National Illicit Drug Strategy, $1.179 million (over four years) has been 
allocated for the development of cannabis cessation initiatives.  This includes the 
expansion of an Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander research project recently funded 
by the National Health and Medical Research Council through the National Illicit Drug 
Strategy Research Program.   The project is researching the patterns of cannabis use 
before and after implementation of an education intervention designed for local cultural 
and linguistic needs in two Aboriginal communities, and is due for completion in early 
2003.  Funding to be provided to this project in 2002/03 is $105,420. 

 
• Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Tobacco Project 
$1 million package of targeted measures as an initial step towards addressing tobacco 
use by Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people was announced by 
Minister Patterson on 31 May 2002 in response to the report of the NACCHO Tobacco 
Project (funded under the National Tobacco Strategy).  Tenders for projects in this 
package will called in the near future.  The projects include:   

 
- establishment of an Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander tobacco control 

clearinghouse, supporting the collection and dissemination of information, and the 
promotion and uptake of best practice in indigenous tobacco control;  

 
- development of strategies aimed specifically at Aboriginal and Torres Strait 

Islander Health Workers to address the high smoking prevalence rate among this 
group and develop the groups' capacity to assist the community with smoking 
interventions; and  

 
- development of culturally appropriate tobacco control resources targeted at 

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people. 
 

• COAG Illicit Drug Diversion Initiative 
The Department is providing $103 million over 4 years (1999/2000 to 2002/03) to the 
States and Territories to implement the COAG Illicit Drug Diversion Initiative. Under 
this initiative, "preferred providers" are approved to provide education, assessment and 
treatment to clients who are diverted to treatment by either the police or courts. 
Providers may receive retainer funding and/or funding on a fee-for-service basis. 
Approval of providers and retainer funding is based on identified priorities in each State 
and Territory and may include Indigenous-specific services for Aboriginal and Torres 
Strait Islander clients. In the absence of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander services 
(or if client choses not to attend an Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander service), 
education, assessment and treatment will be provided through mainstream services. 

 
• PM's Petrol Sniffing Diversion Project - Northern Territory 
Of the $2.7m allocated to the Northern Territory under the COAG Illicit Drug 
Diversion Initiative, $1m has been made available for programs to address petrol 
sniffing in the Northern Territory.  Three projects are currently underway in Central 
Australia and the Top End.  It is expected that funding for the three projects will total 
$429,000 in 2002/03.   
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National Health and Medical Research Council   
 

• The Policy Response to Indigenous Petrol Sniffing � and How to Improve It 
The NHMRC, through a project grant, is funding the development of a policy response 
to  Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander petrol sniffing, exploring ways to improve this 
response.  This is a two year project and will receive $52,885 in 2002/2003.   

 
(b) All of the services funded under the OATSIH Substance Use Program are Aboriginal 

and Torres Strait Islander community controlled.  Other programs/projects described 
above operate under a variety of arrangements including collaborations between 
community controlled organisations and/or non-Indigenous organisations, and/or the 
Commonwealth government and/or State and Territory governments.  It is not possible 
to accurately attribute percentages of funding provided by all parties.

The Department of Health and Ageing however, has the capacity to both respond to, and help 
to prevent to reduce the risk factors relating to community violence.  This occurs through the 
funding of primary health care services, emotional and social wellbeing services, sexual 
health services and substance use programs.  Such programs are largely administered through 
the Office for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Health (OATSIH) and the Population 
Health Division (PHD) as well as other Divisions of the Department. 
 
The Joint Taskforce on Developmental Health and Well Being was formed in 2002 and is 
chaired by Department of Family and Community Services.  Its membership also includes  
• The Department of Health and Ageing (Population Health Division represents the 

Department); 
• The Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Commission; 
• The Department of Immigration, Multicultural and Indigenous Affairs (the Office 

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Affairs;) 
• The Department of Education, Science and Training; 
• The Department of Employment and Workplace Relations; 
• The Department of Industry, Tourism and Resources;

Islander Health�s Drug and Alcohol Service Report, and the Service Activity Report, collects 
information from funded services regarding substance use programs.  Petrol/Other Inhalants 
are identified within a set of substance data.   
 
The Department also uses more specific information on petrol sniffing provided by other 
external sources.  The Report by Nganampa Health Council, �Update on the Prevalence of 
Petrol Sniffing on the Anangu Pitjantjatjara Lands� (November 2000), is widely recognised 
as being the most comprehensive data collection on petrol sniffing in central Australia.  
Nganampa Health Council is currently compiling another update report on current levels of 
petrol sniffing on the Anangu Pitjantjatjara Lands, which it will be providing to the 
Department when finalised.     
 
The need for services in Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander communities, including petrol 
sniffing services, is assessed through a planning process governed by the Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander Health Framework Agreements.  Framework Agreements have been 
signed by the Commonwealth, States and Territories, the Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander Commission and the community controlled sector.  Under the Framework 
Agreements, health planning forums have been established in all States and Territories, and 
regional plans have been developed to identify needs, gaps and priorities on a region wide 
basis. In Central Australia, the Cross Border Reference Group on Volatile Substance Use is 
currently identifying gaps in information, programs and services specifically relating to petrol 
sniffing, and is anticipated to provide advice to the health planning forums in SA, WA and 
NT.

Injury from petrol sniffing is the single biggest cause of disability on the Anangu 
Pitjantjatjara Lands, it fails to give conclusive figures on the numbers of people who have 
been mentally or physically disabled as a result of petrol sniffing.  He cites the reasons for 
this as being a lack of general and specific data within communities and no regularised 
communication between local regional organisations.

The final Report of the Review of Three Petrol Sniffing Programs in Central Australia 
(Illpurla, Injartnama and Mt Theo/Yuendumu) by Network Australia, was received by the 
Northern Territory Office of the Department of Health and Ageing on 22 November 2002.  
The Department is currently clarifying undertakings made to the communities about the 
distribution of the Report.  The Department anticipates being able to provide further advice at 
the February 2003 Senate Committee Hearings.

Strait Islander Eye Health Program would be undertaken. 
 
(a) What is the progress on this review? 
(b) Who is conducting this review? 
(c) When will it be completed? 
(d) Why has it taken so long for this review to get underway? 
 
Answer: 
 
(a) The Review of the implementation of the National Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 

Eye Health Program commenced in September 2002.  A Review Reference Group has 
been established.  The consultants are undertaking the first phase of consultation and 
have commenced visiting regional sites.  

 
(b) Centre for Remote Health � Alice Springs (a joint Centre of Flinders University and 

Northern Territory University). 
 
(c) The draft report is due mid-2003. 
 
(d) The procurement process for a review of the implementation of the Program 

commenced in 2001.  It was necessary to call for tenders twice before a suitable 
consultant was identified.

Topic: EYE HEALTH 
 
Written Question on Notice 
 
Senator Crossin asked: 

 

 
The 1997 report (conducted by Professor Hugh Taylor) recommendations included: 
a) The establishment of a national information network to provide information and support 

to indigenous groups working in eye health; 
b) The provision of a Medicare item number or some other recurrent funding mechanism for 

screening for diabetic eye disease. 
 
Why have these recommendations not been implemented? 
 
 
Answer: 
 
The 1997 Eye Health Report underpinned the development of the National Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander Eye Health Program.  The recommendations of the Report were taken 
into account when developing the implementation arrangements for the Program.  
 
Information and support to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander working in eye health has 
been set up in a way that reduces the need for a separate network as proposed in the Report.  
A range of other programs and initiatives have been established to support information 
collection and dissemination: 
 

- The Edith Cowan University has been contracted by the Office for Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander Health to establish and maintain a web-based bibliographic 
service that collects and distributes health information of relevance to Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander people for health providers, policy makers, program managers, 
researchers, teachers and the general community.  This is known as the Australian 
Indigenous Health Infonet. 
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- The Office for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Health provides funding for 

hardware, software, installation, training and support for a Patient Information and 
Recall System (PIRS).  The PIRS assists in the organisation of health care delivery at 
an individual client level, and allows a database of each services� client population to 
be maintained.  The ability to retrieve required information from the system is 
developing over time, with increasing numbers of services acquiring the systems and 
the skills to maximise their use. 

 
- Hospital data such as admissions for retinal laser therapy, cataract surgery and extent 

of waiting lists are held in State and Territory systems. Currently few hospitals systems 
have the ability to provide specifically Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander identified 
data.  As part of ongoing work on the National Performance Indicators (information 
following), there is a requirement that, where data is inadequate, jurisdictions are 
required to report on progress in developing their capacity to report.  

 
- Eye health co-ordinators funded under the National Aboriginal and Torres Strait 

Islander Eye Health Program are required to provide a biannual report.  Co-ordinators 
collect a range of information (details outlined in response to Question E02-029).  The 
reporting format was developed in consultation with the National Aboriginal 
Community Controlled Health Organisation, to ensure that issues of privacy are 
respected and to accurately reflect the recognised role of the coordinators.  
 

There is currently insufficient evidence to demonstrate the efficacy or cost-effectiveness of 
non-mydriatic retinal photography performed by a non-eye specialist for the detection of 
diabetic retinopathy.  There is a requirement that the decision to include new items on the 
Medicare Benefits Schedule must be evidence based.

Senator Crossin asked: 

 

In the absence of a National Information Network, how and where is the following 
information collected? 
 
(a) the number of pairs of glasses provided; 
(b) the number of cataract operations performed; 
(c) the number of people on the waiting list for cataract surgery and the time they have 

been on the waiting list; 
(d) the percentage of people with diabetes who have an annual eye examination; 
(e) the number of people with diabetes for whom eye treatment was recommended and the 

number who were actually treated; 
(f) the status of trachoma on a community basis including the prevalence of trachoma in 

children aged 5-10 years; 
(g) the number of people treated for trachoma with azithromycin; and 
(h) the prevalence of trichiasis in women over 40 years. 
 
 
Answer: 
 
This information is not readily available for either Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
people, or the general population. 
 
Collecting this type of information in a meaningful way requires comprehensive data systems 
and full Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander identification to be in place in a number of 
settings nationally.  While progress is being made on collection and dissemination of this 
type of data, there is still significant work to be done.  
 
Eye health co-ordinators funded under the National Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Eye 
Health Program are required to report biannually on a set of indicators (see E02-088) relating 
to the implementation of the Program.  The Review of the implementation of the Program 
(see E02-027) is also examining the area of data requirements and availability, and has been 
specifically asked to identify improved data mechanisms required to report more 
comprehensively on Program progress.  This includes a requirement to: 
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• identify specific data required in relation to capacity to measure the Program�s 
effectiveness at a national and regional level; 

• identify data currently available that could contribute to measuring the effectiveness of 
the Program; 

• identify gaps in existing Eye Health Program data collection 
• identify alternate data collection models to reduce the burden on collecting data at the eye 

co-ordinator level; 
• determine if there is any scope to enhance existing data collections systems such as the 

Patient Information Recall System.  If so, in what way? 
• identify which areas included in the Review are endemic trachoma areas, and in those 

areas, indicate which of these undertake regular screening activity, and provide a 
comprehensive description of the screening methods complete with data definitions and 
intensity.

result, in some States, funds for one position are shared over a number of services, 
providing for part-time coordination in more services.  Hence although there are 
29 Coordinator positions funded, there are actually 34 locations that provide eye health 
coordination.

This reporting format was developed in consultation with National Aboriginal 
Community Controlled Health Organisation, to ensure that issues of privacy are 
respected and to reflect the recognised role of the co-ordinators.  

 
Information collected includes: 
 
- Number of ophthalmologists visits scheduled and undertaken, including how many 

days the ophthalmologists visited in the reporting period. 
- Number of optometrists visits scheduled and undertaken including how many days 

the optometrists visited in the reporting period. 
- Number of patients seen during eye specialist visits.  
- Percentage of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander clients.  
- Of the Indigenous patients, the number of visits for cataract; diabetic retinopathy; 

trachoma; and general eye health services. 
- Number of times regional equipment has been loaned to organisations in the 

Regional Service Area and the names of those organisations including hospitals and 
other service sites. 

- Number of eye health educational or promotional activities the co-ordinator or 
Aboriginal Community Controlled Health Service has been involved in setting up or 
running. 

- Number of health providers in the Regional Service Area who participated in eye 
health training. 

- Number of eye health meetings with local stakeholders such as hospital and school 
staff. 

- Number of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people in the Regional Service 
Area.  
 

Additional information collected includes:  
 
- Brief description of resources and structures in place to support and facilitate 

specialist team visits, including travel and accommodation.  
- Maintenance of equipment and its usage by service providers. 
- Brief description of eye health training programs and activities. 
- Brief description of educational or promotional exercises/campaigns. 

 
Each State and Territory has a scheme through which spectacles can be provided free or 
at reduced cost to low income earners under certain conditions (which differ in each 
jurisdiction). This is not part of the Eye Health Program, though coordination of visits 
by specialists who may prescribe spectacles is supported by the Program.

(a) The Commonwealth benchmark for funding for all urban and rural areas is two (2) 

times the national average use of MBS, currently equating to $790 per capita.  For 
remote areas the benchmark is four (4) times the average use of MBS, currently 
$1,580 per capita.  The components of the PHCAP benchmark are the existing 
Commonwealth contribution to Primary Health Care, use of Medicare and additional 
PHCAP grant funding.   

 
(b) The agreed annual funding required to reach the benchmark in the new sites selected 

and agreed for Round 1 of PHCAP is $10.3 million (indexed annually).  In addition, 
PHCAP Round 1 provides funding of $8.7 million to allow ongoing service funding to 
the four former Aboriginal Coordinated Care Trials.  The quantum required for the 
Round 2 sites will be known when those sites are selected and approved. 

 
(c) A total of $33.5 million through the 1999-2000 Budget measure for PHCAP was 

provided in 2002-03.  These funds include components for service development, 
national program development to support implementation and departmental expenses .  
In 2002-03, the funding available for service development (including capital works) is 
$20.4 million.

Aboriginal Health Workers are employed across the health sector including in 
Commonwealth funded Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander community controlled health 
and substance use services and in State and Territory Government funded public hospitals 
and health services.  
 
The following information is sourced from 2001 Census data released in November 2002, 
and the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Commission (ATSIC), which administers the 
Community Development Employment Program (CDEP).  This information relates to 
Aboriginal Health Workers employed across the sector. 
 
(a) According to the 2001 Census, there are 143 Aboriginal Health Workers employed 

through CDEP. 
 
(b) Of all participants on CDEP, 0.7% are Aboriginal Health Workers. 
 
(c) CDEP employment is for two days a week, therefore there are no full-time positions.   
 
(d) Most Aboriginal Health Workers employed through CDEP have no post-school 

qualification (78.2%).  Approximately 12.9% have completed Vocational Education 
and Training sector certificate level qualifications, and 8.9% have a Diploma or higher 
level of qualification. 

 
(e) CDEP participants are entitled to superannuation and pro rata Long Service Leave 

Entitlements under the Superannuation Guarantee Act 1992.

(a) OATSIH uses a range of internally and externally collected data for its policy 

development.  Internally collected information includes: 
 

- Service Activity Reporting which collects service level data on health care and 
health related activities covering a twelve month period from Commonwealth 
funded Aboriginal primary health care services.  This is a joint collection with the 
National Aboriginal Community Controlled Health Organisation. 

- Drug and Alcohol Service Reporting which collects data from stand-alone 
Commonwealth funded drug and alcohol services. 

- Data collected about programs relating to the management of specific issues, for 
example, eye health.  

 
Externally collected information comes from many sources.  Key data is produced by 
the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) through its Census and Survey program and 
the Australian Institute of Health and Welfare (AIHW), including births, deaths and 
types of disease. Other sources include information produced by State and Territory 
governments through their administrative data collections.  Much of this information is 
summarised in the important biennial publication produced by the ABS and AIHW, and 
funded largely by OATSIH � The Health and Welfare of Australia�s Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander Peoples. 

 
(b) OATSIH�s Service Activity Reporting and Drug and Alcohol Service reporting is 

collected and analysed annually.  Most other data collections are collected annually 
except for the Census which is on a five yearly basis. 
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(c) In 2002/03, OATSIH is allocating administered funds of approximately $950,000 for 

data collection and data development activities.  This includes funding for: 
 

- Service Activity Reporting; 
- Drug and Alcohol Service Reporting; 
- Operation of a national Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander health information 

unit; 
- National data development; 
- Data analysis; 
- The Australian Indigenous Health InfoNet; 
- The Western Australian Child Health Survey � OATSIH is a part funder.

Premium reduction registrations, people covered,  
by postcode as at 31 December 2000 and 30 June 2001 
 
The Health Insurance Commission (HIC) collects data from health insurance funds and 
Medicare offices on health insurance policies for those people who choose to claim the 30% 
Rebate through the Health Insurance Commission. This information is collected in the course 
of administering 30% rebate repayments.  
 
The data covers those people who choose to claim their rebate as a premium reduction or 
through Medicare offices. It does not include those who claim it as a tax refund. Therefore, 
the number of people reported is an underestimate of the total number of people with private 
hospital cover. The extent of understatement varies between States and regions. 
 
There are a number of other caveats to the data: 
• There is a possibility of double counting, primarily if funds have not de-registered 

members after they change to another fund.  
• The accuracy of the data may decline over time. Once someone is registered for the 

rebate, there is no requirement for him or her to re-register in order to continue claiming. 
The HIC data on people covered by a policy will be correct at the date the policy was 
registered. Consequently it may not take into account changes of policy type (from an 
ancillary policy to a combined hospital and ancillary policy, for example), births, 
dependents leaving home etc. At present the oldest information is from people who were 
eligible for the Private Health Insurance Incentives Scheme (PHIIS) � they were 
registered automatically. 

• To protect the confidentiality of individuals, information on postcodes with fewer than six 
policies has been excluded in line with standard practice.  

• Where data has been converted from postcodes to another geographic area, some data 
may be lost in the conversion process due to unmatched postcodes

Premium reduction registrations, policies,  
by federal electorate division as at 31 December 2000 and 30 June 2001 
 
The Health Insurance Commission (HIC) collects data from health insurance funds and 
Medicare offices on health insurance policies for those people who choose to claim the 30% 
Rebate through the Health Insurance Commission. This information is collected in the course 
of administering 30% rebate repayments.  
 
The data covers those people who choose to claim their rebate as a premium reduction or 
through Medicare offices. It does not include those who claim it as a tax refund. Therefore, 
the number of people reported is an underestimate of the total number of people with private 
hospital cover. The extent of understatement varies between States and regions. 
 
There are a number of other caveats to the data: 
• There is a possibility of double counting, primarily if funds have not de-registered 

members after they change to another fund.  
• The accuracy of the data may decline over time. Once someone is registered for the 

rebate, there is no requirement for him or her to re-register in order to continue claiming. 
The HIC data on people covered by a policy will be correct at the date the policy was 
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registered. Consequently it may not take into account changes of policy type (from an 
ancillary policy to a combined hospital and ancillary policy, for example), births, 
dependents leaving home etc. At present the oldest information is from people who were 
eligible for the Private Health Insurance Incentives Scheme (PHIIS) � they were 
registered automatically. 

• To protect the confidentiality of individuals, information on postcodes with fewer than six 
policies has been excluded in line with standard practice.  

• Where data has been converted from postcodes to another geographic area, some data 
may be lost in the conversion process due to unmatched postcodes.

While being 
developed, programs under the Measure have used geocoding tools to determine the 
precise location of practices when this level of detail has been required.  This is because 
boundaries slice through postcodes and the postcode of a practice is often insufficient to 
determine whether a practice falls within an eligible area.

(b) For the purposes of the More Doctors for Outer Metropolitan Areas Measure, the outer 
metropolitan zone is that part of the capital city statistical division that lies outside the 
Australian Bureau of Statistics defined urban centre in 1991.  The defined urban centre 
broadly corresponds to the central built-up area at that time.  This allows for the outer 
metropolitan area to include growth areas that have become built up in the last ten 
years, as well as semi-rural and peri-urban localities.  Practices in eligible areas could, 
clearly, be very close to those located in ineligible areas. Ineligible practices located 
close to current boundaries may, however, experience a reduction in work pressures 
through the assistance provided by those nearby practices located in eligible areas. 

 
(c) Both geographical and population issues are important to determine practice eligibility 

for the More Doctors for Outer Metropolitan Areas Measure.  For a practice to be 
eligible under the Measure, it must be located within a defined outer metropolitan 
district of workforce shortage in one of the six State capital cities of Australia.  
Monbulk town centre is not located within the defined outer metropolitan area for

(a) The use of overseas-trained doctors, who are generally restricted from providing 

Medicare eligible services, is an important tool in addressing workforce 
maldistribution.  As rural and remote areas have the greatest need for medical 
practitioner services, overseas-trained doctors are generally restricted to providing 
Medicare eligible services in these areas.  

 
(b) The More Doctors for Outer Metropolitan Areas Measure does not seek to directly 

address the ageing GP population.  However, increasing the number of medical 
practitioners working in outer metropolitan areas will help redress the natural attrition 
of doctors in these areas, due to retirement and other factors.  Many practices in 
districts of workforce shortage are keen to improve services and reduce pressure on 
their existing workforce by attracting additional medical practitioners to work with 
them.  
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(c) The Rural, Remote and Metropolitan Area (RRMA) model is the classification system 

used to categorise areas as rural or metropolitan and is based on geographic units 
defined in the Australian Standard Geographic Classification produced by the 
Australian Bureau of Statistics. The RRMA 1 classification corresponds to the Capital 
City Statistical Division.  The More Doctors for Outer Metropolitan Areas Measure is 
targeted exclusively at locations within RRMA 1.  Many areas within the Shire of Yarra 
Ranges have been designated as outer metropolitan districts of workforce shortage for 
2003 and are, therefore, eligible to participate in the More Doctors for Outer 
Metropolitan Areas Measure.

(b) with respect to all matters pertaining to the consultation by the NHMRC prior to the

Answer: 

 
The NHMRC is only able to provide details of consultancies that it has contracted. It is not 
able to provide any information relating to consultancies contracted by Ministers or other 
Departments. 
 
The COAG Implementation Task Force of the NHMRC has contracted two consultants 
following the COAG agreement of April 2002. These relate to contracts with Matthews Pegg 
Consulting and Adelaide Research & Innovation Pty Ltd. Details on each consultancy are 
provided below.  
 

Matthews Pegg Consulting Pty Ltd  
While the consultancy services provided by Matthews Pegg Consulting (MPC) relate mainly 
to questions (b) and (c), MPC also facilitated the work of the COAG Implementation 
Working Group which, in addition to the legislation has been concerned with developing an 
Intergovernmental Agreement to facilitate implementation of nationally consistent legislation 
in all jurisdictions.

PAP smears with nuchal ultrasound scanning (Chief Investigator Dr Ian Findlay, 
University of Queensland, a total funding of $465,000 over 3 years). 
 
The University of Queensland advised the NHMRC on 13 September 2002 that human 
ethics approval has been given for this grant. 

 
• Development Grant GM-CSF Regulation of Preimplantation Embryo Development (Chief 

Investigator: Dr Sarah A Robertson, University of Adelaide, a total funding of $480,000 
over 3 years).

Senator Harradine asked: 
 
Regarding two research grants involving human embryonic stem cells (answers to Questions 
E02-032) please provide information on where the embryos were obtained from to create the 
stem cell lines.  Please provide the names of the Institutional Ethics Committees which 
approved the research and the membership of each committee. 
 
 
Answer: 

 
The human pluripotent stem cells for both research grants were derived in the National 
University Hospital of Singapore from excess embryos donated by couples undergoing 
Assisted Reproductive Technology (ART) treatment, and all documentation is maintained at 
that Institution. 
 
The Institutional Ethics Committee (now known as �Human Research Ethics Committees�) 
that approved the research for both research grants was the Standing Committee on Ethics in 
Research involving Humans, Monash University. 
 
The 2001-2002 membership of the Standing Committee comprises 27 members, with a 
gender breakdown of 12 males and 15 females.  Twenty of the members are institutional and 
seven are non-institutional. 

 
The NHMRC�s National Statement on Ethical Conduct in Research Involving Humans sets 
out requirements for the categories of membership of Human Research Ethics Committees.  
NHMRC�s annual reporting process for Human Research Ethics Committees requires them to 
confirm that they continue to have at least one member in each of these categories.  This 
reporting does not include obtaining names or other details of the members who fill these 
categories.

Written Question on Notice 
 
Senator McLucas asked: 
 
The issue of NIH taking over intellectual property rights to research conducted in Australian 
labs but funded by the NIH was an issue last Senate Estimates. 
 
In August the NIH announced that it would defer the planned change to its intellectual 
property policy for 12 months. 
 
What is the NHMRC doing to ensure that a final positive outcome is obtained? 
 
 
Answer: 
 
Professor Pettigrew, CEO of the NHMRC, met with the Dr Wendy Baldwin, Deputy Director 
of Extramural Research and other staff at the NIH in Washington DC on 1 October 2002.  At 
that meeting, the NIH indicated that they would soon provide Australia, through the 
NHMRC, with some alternatives to the proposed policy for further discussion.  These drafts 
have not yet been received. 
 
Professor Pettigrew wrote to the NIH on 25 November 2002 to offer input into the drafting of 
these policy alternatives and to indicate a commitment to engaging a range of Australian 
scientists in further discussions on the issue.  This will be pursued in close consultation with 
other Commonwealth Government Departments, science agencies and health and medical 
research institutions.
