The committee will find out if the NDIS helps

people with disability.

The committee will make a report.




The committee can not ask or answer

questions about your plan.

To find out about your plan talk to the National

Disability Insurance Agency or NDIA.

The National Disability Insurance Agency

manages the NDIS.

People who use the NDIS can be

e participants

Participants are people who get support

from the NDIS.

e service providers

Service providers give services to people

with disability to support them.

e how people with disability use the NDIS

how people with disability use supports

e if service providers like the NDIS.
