Strength based conversations through a Parent, Community and 
School Partnership Agreement

Targeting schools in the Beaudesert region (west 
of Brisbane), this project has successfully 
implemented the Parent, Community and School 
Partnership Agreement (PCSPA) which 
facilitates strength based conversations to 
strengthen connectedness between schools and 
community.

The PaCE team work with parents / carers / 
elders and community members connected to the 
Mununjali Playgroup, Jymbi Centre, the Janu 
Jabuny Culture/Homework Club, and both 
primary and high schools in the region.

Parents and carers are primarily dealing with 
ways to support their children in the key 
transition periods from playgroup to prep, 
primary to high school and year 12 and what lies 
beyond.

Workshops included topics such as preparing for 
school, how to read to children, understanding 
the school system, bullying, helping with 
homework and communicating with schools. 
One parent who has been an active participant of 
all PaCE workshops, is now the president of the 
Beaudesert SHS P&C, active in all primary and 
high school events and eagerly taken up the 
PCSPA Facilitators Learning Program.
