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Senator HUMPHRIES— So in the intervening year there has not been any other public 

consultation about the cultural policy? 

... 

Senator HUMPHRIES— What about arts providers or peak arts organisations? Which 

of those have been consulted? 

Mr Eccles—I would have to take it on notice, but it has been a topic of discussion with 

every stakeholder that I have met with. Over the last few months I have met with a 

large number of them. I would need to take it on notice to provide you with information 

about each of the organisations that I have met with.

Since the public online forum closed on 1 February 2010, there has been no public 

consultation.
