Senator Lundy asked:

Could I place the same question on notice again to get that full picture of Sports Commission funding?.........Could you make the distinction between programs that are funded for a set period and those that are continuing, and so they would have to have renewed funding….”

Topic:  Intellectually Disabled Athletes and AIS scholarships
Senator Lundy asked:

I would appreciate it if you could take on notice investigating precisely what occurred (several swimmers with an intellectual disability were told that, if they performed at a certain level at the Australian championships they would be awarded an AIS scholarship, only to be told after the event that they were no longer eligible) and report back to the committee.

Answer: 

The AIS did not advise intellectually disabled swimmers that they would be offered scholarships in 2007 if they reached certain qualifying standards. 

Following the International Paralympic Committee’s decision to exclude athletes with an intellectual disability from the 2008 Beijing Paralympic Games, the ASC Board resolved at its meeting on 30 November 2006 that AIS Paralympic programs would only offer scholarships to athletes who compete in disciplines that are on the current Paralympic Games program. The Board’s decision meant that athletes with an intellectual disability would not be offered AIS scholarships in 2007.

Swimming Australia chose not to advise its athletes of the ASC Board’s decision at the National Championships commencing on 1 December 2006. The athletes, their parents and coaches were formally advised by telephone and in writing by the AIS Assistant Director and Group Sport Manager on 10 January 2007.

The two swimmers with an intellectual disability who were on AIS scholarships at the time have been offered a program of transition services during the six months following the conclusion of their scholarships. 
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
